Accordingly thé Department of Food & Public Distribution
has conveyed their approvai to extend the validity period up to 31g March, 2022 for
depositing thé cost and lifting of unlifted quantity of foodgrains allocated for 1st, 2nd,
and 3d quarters of financial year 2021-22 under thé PM POSHAN Scheme in respect

of all States/UTs.

2. In addition, all States and UTs are also advised to streamline thé lifting
mechanism of foodgrains so that time bound lifting of foodgrains is ensured in order

to avoid such extensions.

3. Accordingly, approvai of Department of Food and Public Distribution is
conveyed for lifting of unlifted quantity of foodgrains allocated for 2rd and 3rd quarters
of financial year 2021-22 under the PM POSHAN Scheme in respect of all
States/UTs upto 31st March, 2022. The extension of thé validity period for
thé 1st quarter of 2021-22 will be applicable to Maharashtra only
