Nirman Scheme (PM POSHAN Scheme) for the 3'd Quarter (October to December,
2023) and 4th Quarter (January to March, 2024) of financial year 2023-24.

Department of Food & Public Distribution has concurred the allocation of 961394.66 MTs

of food grains, comprising 193341.08 MTs of wheat and 768053.58 MTs of fortified rice vide O.M.

No. 4-212023-BP-ll dated 05.10.2023 (copy enclosed) to States & UTs at National Food Security

Act (l\lFSA) prices i.e. Rs.2.00 per kg of wheat and Rs.3.00 per.kg of rice under the PM POSHAN

Scheme for the 3'd Quarter (October to December. 2023) and 4'n Quarter (January to March, 2024)

of financial year 2023-24. Accordingly, the food grains allocation for States & UTs during 3'd and

4rh quarters ol 2023-24 is enclosed at Annexure-I and Annexure-Il respectively. Allocation of food

grains for Balvatika, as approved by PAB for the Financial Year 2023-24 is also enclosed at

Annexute-III.

2. States & UTs are requested to further allocate the food grains to their districts as per their

requirement on the basis ofapproved number of children and working days under intimation to this

Department as well as to Food Corporation of India (FCI) for supply offood grains accordingly'

3. After receiving food grains allocation from the States & UTs, the District Administration

will send a schedule (periodicity and dateiweek) of lifting of food grains to the local FCI depot

depending upon its requirement, transportation convenience and storage capacity. The validity

peAoa foi titiing of food grains for the month ofOctober will be 30 days from the date ofthe dated

05.10.2023 of bepartment of Food & Public Distribution and for the subsequent months, the

validity period will be as per extant guidelines.

4. District Administration may tift allocated food grains on monthly, bi-monthly or quarterly

basis as indicated in its schedule, in accordance with the guidelines issued by Department of Food

& Public Distribution, Ministry of Consumer Affairs, Food & Public Distribution, Gort. of India

vide their letter No. l-2l2008-BP.ll dated 18.9.2008, from the FCI godowns starting from the

I'tday of the month preceding the allocation quarter and up to 25tnof the last month of the

allocation quarter. Districts officers are, therefore, required to be directed to lift the food grains

accordingly.

5. payment of the cosr of food grains will be made by District authorities within 20 days of the

receipt of

lrom FCI as per the guidelines issued by this Department vide letter No. 1-1512009'

6. Procedure laid down in para 3.6 to 3.9 of the above mentioned guidelines dated 10.02.2010
on decentralization of payment of cost of food grains shall be followed meticulously to ensure that
the best quality food grains, which in any case will not be inferior to Fair Average euality (FAe), is
lifted from the FCI godown. The process followed at the time of receipt of food grains from FCI
depots should be repeated at each level till the food grains reach the end user to ensure that only
good quality food grains are delivered for consumption by children. Records/samples to ensure
quality should be maintained at all levels.

5. The Deparlment of School Education & Literacy, Ministry of Education may ensure that
FCI gets full payment in respect of foodgrains released by it to Stales/UTs under the Scheme &

utihzation certificates are furnished by the State/UT Governments to it in time. They are also
requested to make payment of outstanding amounts to FCI without any delays as FCI bears
huge amount of interest on unpaid oulstanding amount.
