On the issue of the availability of the buffer stock of foodgrains for one month, it
was found to be available in 89% of the schools (34 schools), but not in the remaining 4

schools (11% of schools). These four schools include the following;

On the issue of whether foodgrains are delivered to school in time by the lifting
agency, it was found that there are no problems in any school. On the issue of whether
the foodgrains is of FAQ of grade A quality, it was found that such a label was not
present on any of the gunny bags. Further, it was shocking to know that the foodgrains

are released to schools without making adjustment of the unspent balance of the
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previous month in any of the schools. This is something which is not acceptable. The

district must work towards addressing this issue seriously.

10.2 Timely release of Funds:

On the issue of the timely release of funds, it is a matter of great satisfaction that

all the schools receive funds regularly.

10.3 Availability of cooking cost:

It is disturbing to note that the school has not received the cooking cost in
advance in any of the schools. Further schools have indicated that the period of delay
ranges from 2 to 3 months, which is further disturbing. During the period of
nonavailability of the cooking cost it is being managed by the Headmasters and the head
cook. It is found that in all the schools the mode of payment of cooking cost is through

electronic transfer.

10.4 Availability of Cook-Cum-Helpers:

On the issue of who engage Cook cum helpers at schools, it was found that in 19

schools they were appointed by SDMCs, in 17 schools by the PRI, in one school by the
education department and in one school by the VEC. It means in large number of
schools, it is the SDMC who engages cook cum helpers in schools. Further, it is shocking
to know that the cooks cum helpers engaged in schools are appointed as per norms in

only 26 schools but not in the remaining 12 schools. It means in about 32% of the
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schools, engaging cooks is not done following the norms. These 12 schools include the

On the issue of the social composition of cooks cum helpers, it was found that in
total there were SC cooks in 31 schools, ST cooks in 7 schools and minority cooks in 11
schools. The picture indicates that there is less number of cooks belonging to Scheduled

Tribes community in schools.

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10.9 Trends-Extent of variations as per school records vis-a-vis actual
status:

As a part of the fieldwork, it was found that in there were 12653 children enrolled
from all the 40 schools. While the number of children present on the day of the visit was
7849. Head counting also matched as 7849 and as per the MDM register also it was 7849.

It means there is no variation in terms of the records maintained by schools.

10.10 Social Equity:

On the issue of social Equity, the following picture emerged in the district based
on the sampled schools. On the issue of the system that is being maintained for serving
meal to the children, it was found that out of 38 schools, in 8 schools children will stand
in line to collect their food, while in the remaining 30 schools children are made to sit on
the floor and served food by the kitchen personnel. It is desirable that all schools follow
a method of serving children by making them sit on the floor and enable them to have
food together instead of making them stand in line and collect the food and eat it
wherever they want. Everything that happens in a school, happens by design. There are
values which are inculcated among children through every planned act. Midday meal
has plenty of opportunities to inculcate desirable values among children. Therefore, it
cannot happen by default but it has to happen by design. Children learn a lot values by
way of eating food as a group together. They learn to wait for their turn, learn to enjoy
eating together, and the joy of being together gets bolstered. In some schools children
also maintain certain other disciplines as a group, before and after the food. These are
the values that children will easily inculcate effortlessly and will help them to learn to
live together better. The whole activity is a joyful activity. Therefore it is desirable that
they need to be made to sit together and get served. There is lot of advantages in this

mechanism.
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It's a matter of great happiness to see in this district that there is no
discrimination of either caste or gender or community; either in cooking, or serving or

in seating arrangements. Thus the district is comfortable on this issue.

10.11 Convergences with other schemes:

On the issue of school health cards maintained by schools for each child, it was
found that it is maintained in 32 schools but not in six schools. This is a matter of
concern. All schools are expected to maintain school health cards for every child. The

10.14 Community Participation:

As regards the extent of participation in supervision monitoring and participation
by different stakeholders in the system, it was found that in 32 schools parents
participate rarely, followed by often in 3 schools and never in 3 schools. While, in 11
schools SDMC members participate rarely, followed by often in 7 schools. There are no
SDMCs formed in the remaining 20 schools. The VEC does not take part at all. While, in
10 schools, panchayats/urban bodies rarely take part followed by often in 4 schools and

never in 24 schools.

On the issue of roster of community members being maintained for supervision
of MDM activities, it is surprising to note that none of the schools has any roster. The

same is true of any social audit mechanism in the schools. During the monitoring period

10.15 Inspection & Supervision:

It is a matter of great shock to know that none of the schools in the district had
maintained any inspection register at the school level. While, all the schools have
received funds under MME component. On the issue of whether they midday meal
programme has been inspected by officers at different state and sub-state levels, it was
found that none had inspected at the state level, only two schools reported that they
were inspected by the district level officers and 25 schools reported that they were

inspected by the block level officers.

10.16 Impact:

The impressionistic assessment indicates that the MDM program has improved
the enrolment, attendance, general well-being and nutritional status of all children in all
schools. Further, it has also improved the social harmony among children and it has

been helpful in improving the nutritional status of children in all the schools.

10.17 Grievance Redressal Mechanism:

It is a matter of dissatisfaction to note that none of the school has any grievance

redressal mechanism and none of the schools have any tall free number.

On the whole, and the midday meal programme implementation in the Gulbarga
district indicates that the programme is not going on satisfactorily in majority of the
schools for various reasons. Various observations made in the above report, a long with
the list of schools where there are problems, should be sufficient an indication that the
district officers concerned must focus on all the schools which have different problems.
It is only hoped that the district would take the observation seriously and work towards

making this well-meaning programme a success.

The MI vistired two centralized kitchen centers functioning in Vijayapura town. The district-in-charge
monitoring officer visited two centers namely- Sri Siddarameshwara Vividhoshagala Sangha,
Vijapura and Sahayog Rural Development & Educational activities association, B Bagewadi-586203,
on 02-02-2015. The block in-charge ACO’s were also present during monitoring activity.

1. Sri Siddarameshwara Vividhoshagala Sangha, Vijapura

This NGO is catering to 11 HPS of Vijayapura block. 2500 HPS students are supplied food from this
center. The kitchen centre is situated In Sainagar, Vijayapura. It has adequate floor area of 30" X 40" ft
and built up cooking areas of 15" X 12’ ft. It has store room with good ventilation and storage space.
The food grains are stored on floors and are free from pest and rodents. Storage bins with lids were
available in adequate number.

The premises have bore well with pumpset. It is potable water and overhead tanks with covered lid
are also available. The running water facility is provided in cooking and cleaning areas.

The cooking fuel used is firewood and LPG is used for preparation of Rice, sambhar and other items.
Cooking area is hygienic and efforts to keep it clean were noticed. The fire extinguisher was kept in an
ideal place to deal with any kind of fire accidents.

Adequate number of cooks and helpers were noticed in the kitchen center. All of them were in good
health and maintaining cleanliness. The medical health check-ups is not being done on regular basis.
Aprons, headgears, were provided to all the personnel.

The food grains are purchased in bulk from local market once in fifteen days. While purchasing the
cereals, pulses, spices, salt, sugar, and oils of finer quality with Agmarks are preferred.

The rice and the sambhar is prepared using LPG stoves and are packed in steel cans with lid and steel
drums. The food is transported in fully covered Matador van. One vehicle is available with NGO and
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the food is made available in respective schools well in time. The NGO supplies food to schools within
the range of 2 kms to 8 kms from centralized kitchen center.

The maintenance of accounts of food grains and spices is done systematically and punctuality and
regularity of cooks and helpers are ensured in kitchen centre.

2. Sahayog Rural Development & Educational activities association, B Bagewadi-586203,

This NGO is catering to 19 HPS of B Bagewadi block. 5663 HPS students are supplied food from this
center. The kitchen centre is situated Close to National Highway Road, in Vijayapura. It has adequate
floor area of 7200 sq ft and built up cooking areas of 30" X 80" ft. It has store room with good
ventilation and storage space. The food grains are stored on floors and are not free from pest and
rodents. Storage bins with lids were available in adequate number.

The premises have bore well with pumpset. It is potable water and overhead tanks with covered lid
are also available. The running water facility is provided in cooking and cleaning areas.

The cooking fuel used is firewood, LPG and Charcoal. These are used for preparation of Rice, sambhar
and other items.

January to February, 2015.

37 schools are considered for this report.

Report of centralized kitchen centers

The MI visited three centralized kitchen centers functioning in Yadgiri district, 2 in Yadgiri

block and 1 in Shahpur block. The district-in-charge monitoring officer visited two centers

namely- Hemareddy Mallamma Mahila Mandali, Ghandinagar Thanda; and Sri Mata
Maikeshwari Mahila Abhiruddi Samste, Gandhi Chowk, in Yadgiri block Kitchen centre on 14-
2-2015. Nirmaladevi Mahila Mandali, HIG-22, Bappugowdanagar, Shahpur, kitchen centre on
16-2-2015. The block in-charge AD’s, DyPC, CRCs were also present during visit.

Hemareddy Mallamma Mahila Mandali, Ghandinagar Thanda, Yadagiri
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This NGO is catering to 3 HPS. 950 HPS students are supplied food from this center. The
kitchen centre is situated within the city. It has floor area of 20" X 30" and built up cooking areas
of 20" X 20" ft. It has two store rooms without good ventilation and storage space. The food
grains are stored on raised platforms and are free from pest and rodents. Storage bins with lids

were available in centre.

The premises has tap water source for drinking water. It is potable water and water storage is
done in storage tanks with covered lid are also available. The water facility is provided in
cooking and cleaning areas.

The cooking fuel used is LPG , for preparation of sambhar and other items. Cooking area is
hygienic and efforts to keep it clean all time were noticed. The fire extinguisher was kept in an
ideal place to deal with any kind of fire accidents.

Very few numbers of cooks and helpers were noticed in the kitchen center. All of them were in
good health and maintaining cleanliness. The medical health check-ups is not being done on
regular basis. Aprons, headgears, were provided to all the personnel.

The food grains are purchased in bulk from local market once in a month. While purchasing the
cereals, pulses, spices, salt, sugar, and oils of finer quality with Agmarks are preferred. The
vegetables are purchased on daily basis from local market and they are cleaned properly and
then used for cooking. It includes leafy vegetables and also seasonal vegetables having good

nutritional value.

The rice is cooked and later packed in steel drums with covering lids. The sambhar is prepared
and are packed in steel cans with lid.

Storage bins
with lids were available in centre.

The premises has tap water source for drinking water. It is potable water and water storage is
done in storage tanks with covered lid. The water facility is available in cooking and cleaning
areas.
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The cooking fuel used is LPG. Cooking area is hygienic and efforts to keep it clean all time were
noticed. The fire extinguisher was kept in an ideal place to deal with any kind of fire accidents.

Very few numbers of cooks and helpers were noticed in the kitchen center. All of them were in
good health and maintaining cleanliness. The medical health check-ups are not being done on
regular basis. Aprons, headgears, were provided to all the personnel.

The food grains are purchased in bulk from local market once in a month. While purchasing the
cereals, pulses, spices, salt, sugar, and oils of finer quality with Agmarks are preferred. The
vegetables are purchased on daily basis from local market and they are cleaned properly and
then used for cooking. It includes leafy vegetables and also seasonal vegetables having good
nutritional value.

The rice is cooked and later packed in steel drums with covering lids. The sambhar is prepared
and are packed in steel cans with lid. The food is transported in fully covered van. One vehicle is
available with NGO and the food is made available in respective schools well in time. The NGO
supplies food to schools within the range of 2 kms to 6 kms from centralized kitchen center. The
maintenance of accounts of food grains and spices is not done systematically.

Observations:-

The NGOs in Yadgiri block are not having hygienically suitable kitchen centre’s. The number of
personnel employed is also very few and they serve only limited number of schools. Hence
MDM authorities should review their allotment to these centre seriously and may encourage the
schools to start MDM programme in their premises itself.

2. Nirmaladevi Mahila Mandali, Bappugowdanagar, Shahpur.

This NGO is catering to 4 HPS. 200 students are supplied food from this center. The kitchen
centre is situated within the city and it is situated in house. It has floor area of 40" X 60" and built
up cooking areas of 20" X 60" ft. It has two store rooms with proper ventilation and storage
space. The food grains are stored on raised platforms and are free from pest and rodents.
Storage bins with lids were also available in centre.

The premise has bore well as source of water both for cooking and drinking water. It is potable
water and water storage is done in storage tanks with covered lid and also with overhead tanks.
The running water facility is available in cooking and cleaning areas.

The cooking fuel used is LPG. Steam boilers are also being used for cooking purposes. Cooking
area is hygienic and efforts to keep it clean all time were noticed. The fire extinguisher was kept
in an ideal place to deal with any kind of fire accidents.
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13 numbers of cooks and helpers were noticed in the kitchen center. All of them were in good
health and maintaining cleanliness. The medical health check-ups are being done on regular
basis. Aprons, headgears, gloves,were provided to all the personnel.

The food grains are purchased in bulk from local market weekly once. While purchasing the
cereals, pulses, spices, salt, sugar, and oils of finer quality with Agmarks are preferred. The
vegetables are purchased on daily basis from local market and they are cleaned properly and
then used for cooking. It includes leafy vegetables and also seasonal vegetables having good

nutritional value.

The rice is cooked and later packed in steel drums with covering lids. The sambhar is prepared
and are packed in steel cans with lid. The food is transported in fully covered van. Two vehicles
are available with NGO and the food is made available in respective schools within one hour.
The NGO supplies food to schools within the range of 2 kms to 12 kms from centralized kitchen
center. The maintenance of accounts of food grains and spices is done systematically.

Observation:- This kitchen centre is equipped with modern kitchen devices and hygienically
maintained also. It has adequate facilities to carry out the allotted task.
