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INTRODUCTION

Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan (SSA) program had mandated a number of provisions to be observed by
all the government/government-aided primary and upper primary schools in India.

Similarly, the Mid-day Meal (MDM) program also required the schools to provide hot cooked
mid-day meal to all school children of class | to class VIl along with other requirements.

A major public sector intervention like this necessitated the requirement of monitoring of the
program on a regular basis. Over and above the periodic internal assessment of the Cooked
Mid-day Meal Program and evaluative studies by different institutions/agencies/organizations,
the Government of India felt that it is important to conduct third party independent
monitoring. Accordingly, University of Calcutta was entrusted, as a monitoring institution, with
the responsibility of monitoring the two programs in ten districts of West Bengal during the
period April, 2013 to March, 2015.

The districts assigned by the School Education (SE) Department, Government of India are South
24 Parganas, Howrah, Nadia, Purba Medinipore, Paschim Medinipore, Bankura, Birbhum,
Murshidabad, Siliguri and Uttar Dinajpur.

The field study started with the districts of South 24 Paraganas and followed by the survey in
rest 9 districts. The final report on Howrah, South 24 Parganas, Nadia, Paschim Medinipore,
Purba Medinipore, Bankura and Uttar Dinajpur has already been submitted. The succeeding
pages capture the observations, analysis and outcomes of the survey in Birbhum, Murshidabad
and Siliguri districts.
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METHODOLOGY

First hand data for the project are being collected on the basis of a detailed structured
guestionnaire. The schools for field survey were selected on the basis of stratified random
sampling. The stratification for each district was done using the 14 criteria stipulated by the
department of SE, Gol. The Criteria include:

Higher gender gap in enrolment.

Higher proportion of SC/ST students.

Low retention rate and higher dropout rate.

The school has a minimum of three CWSN.

The habitations where the school is located at, has sizable number of OoSC.

The habitation where the school is located at, withesses in-bound and out-bound seasonal
migration.

The habitation where the school is located at is known to have sizeable number of urban
deprived children.

Schools with special training centre.

Schools with Civil work sanctioned

Schools with CAL program

Three KGBV schools

Three schools from NPEGEL blocks.

. The school is located in a forest or far-flung area.

The habitation where the school is located at, witnesses recurrent floods or some other natural
calamity.

Another stipulation was that at least 8 out of 40 schools should be from urban areas, 6 should
be with Special Training Centers (3 residential and 3 non-residential) attached to it, 2 must have
civil works sanctioned for them, 2 should be from NPEGEL blocks,3 schools are to have a
minimum of 3 CWSN (priority to those having other than Ol children) and 3 each must be
covered under the Computer Aided Learning (CAL) and KGBV scheme. This has also been duly
followed. Besides, the selection of the sample schools, importance was given to a fairly
comprehensive coverage of the different geographical areas of the district to minimize the
sampling error.

The data set thus generated has been entered and processed using Microsoft Excel and the
tabular presentation for different criteria has also been converted to pictorial presentation
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(charts, graphs etc).The observations have subsequently been analyzed and presented in the
following pages.

Apart from these, relevant official documents and reports relating to MDM were consulted. The
relevant district statistical handbooks for the project districts were also used in course of the
process of school selection.

Observations:

The observations have been divided into two broad sections one covering the SSA component
and the other devoted to MDM section.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY OF FIELD SURVEY REPORT

Birbhum

Mid-Day Meal Programme Monitored by the University of Calcutta

Survey team from Monitoring Institute has surveyed 40 schools in
Birbhum. Among which 20 schools are primary, 13 are upper
primary, 3 schools are Madrasa and 2 schools from MSK and SSK
each.

Through a process of random sampling, a list of 40 schools has
a.Basic Details | been selected in such a way so that it covers both the rural and
urban region and finally survey team has surveyed 31 schools from

rural region and 9 from urban.

Serving Meal

Among the 40 schools, in 38 schools mid day meal (MDM) is
serving regularly whereas in Modhura High School, MDM is
stopped due to some problem within the self help group and in
Bolpur Vivekananda Vidyapith, because of no allotment order
MDM is stopped since 4" May.

Except Labpur Junior High Madrasha and Darbarpur Primary
School, in all other schools (37 schools) school/ implementing
agency receiving food grain regularly. In case of Bolpur
Vivekananda Vidyapith, till 4™ May, regularity in receiving food
grain has been reported.

b. Availability

In Labpur Junior High Madrasha and Darbarpur Primary School,
of food grains

delay of one month has been reported.

Except Kalitala Behira Primary School, in all other schools (38
schools) buffer stock of one month’s requirement of foodgrain is
available.

It has been observed that in 33 schools quality of food supplied
was as per the marked/ indicated weight. The same is not found in
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rest 6 schools.

In 37 schools, delivery of foodgrain at the school is observed. The
same is not delivered in Haripur Primary School and Nalhati High
School for Girls'.

Survey reveals that quality of foodgrain is good in 33 schools. In
rest 6 schools the same is not good.

c. Availability
of Cooking Cost

In 32 schools, school/ implementing agency is receiving cooking
cost in advance regularly. In rest 6 schools the same is not
reported. The extent of delay varies from 2 months to 3 months.

In case of delay, school authority somehow manages so that they
can provide uninterrupted service of mid-day meal.

In Birbhum, in 28 schools, cooking cost is paid in cash followed by
banking channel in 8 schools. In Duria Ekram Ali High School, the
mode of disbursement of cooking cost is cheque.

d. Social Equity

In none of the schools in Birbhum, gender or caste or community
discrimination has been found in cooking or serving or seating
arrangement.

In Birbhum, in none of the schools dining hall is available. In all the
cases there is some seating arrangement for mid day meal either in
classroom or in Barandah.

e. Variety in
Menu

It has been observed that in Birbhum out of 40 schools surveyed in
30 schools, school has displayed its weekly menu at a place
noticeable to community and it is able to adhere to the menu
displayed. The same is not reported in rest 8 schools.

In majority of the schools (37 schools), head teacher along with
other teachers decide the menu. In Rajyadharpur Primary School,
cook decides the menu and in Sainthia Town High School, official
staff of the school takes the responsibility of deciding the menu.

As reported, in all the schools (39 schools) daily menu includes
rice/ wheat, dal and vegetables.

f. Quality and
Quantity of
Meal

According to the children of 30 schools, quality of meal is good. In
7 schools the same is average. Whereas the quality of meal is
reported as poor in Rampurhat Hazimoulabox High Madrasa.

Children’s are happy with the quantity of meal served in all the
schools.

g. Availability
of Cook-cum-
helpers

Self help group plays a major role in cooking and serving of the
meal in majority of the schools (35 schools) followed by the
mother teacher association (MTA) in 2 schools (Muradhi G.S.F.
Primary School and Sainthia Town High School) and Village
Education Committee (VEC) in 2 schools (Gayespur S.S.K and
Bablabuni Adibasipara SSK).

In all the schools (39 schools) cook cum helpers is engaged as per
Gol norm.

Except Chhatina MSK and Makrampur Harijan Prathamik
Vidyalaya, in other 37 schools, cook cum helpers are regularly
paid.

Mixed social composition of cook cum helpers has been found in 9
schools. In rest of the schools they come either from general caste
or backward class.
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h. Convergance
with Other
Schemes:

It has been found that in 27 schools, school health card is
maintained for each child. In 12 schools the same is not
maintained.

Frequency of health checkup varies from monthly (Bolpur
Vivekananda Vidyapith) to once in two years (Bhadrapur M.N.K
Primary School). No health check-up has been conducted in
Tapaspur Primary School and Tabadumra Primaruy School.

In Birbhum out of 40 schools surveyed, only in 25 schools children
are given micronutrients (iron, folic acid, vitamin-A dosage) and de-
worming medicine periodically. In rest 15 schools the same is not
reported.

i. Pucca Kitchen
Shed Cum store

In Birbhum out of 40 schools surveyed, in 33 schools availability of
pucca kitchen shed has been reported. The same is not available in
rest 6 schools.

In case of non availability of pucca kitchen shed, some temporary
arrangement has been made within the school premises. Only in
Paikpara No.2 Primary School, near club is used for the

Cooking utensils are adequate in 36 schools. The same is not
adequate in 3 schools (Gayespur S.S.K, Sawgram Primary School
and Raghunathpur Junior High School).

I. Safety and
Hygiene

It has been observed that in Birbhum general impression of the
environment, safety and hygiene is satisfactory in 35 schools. In
rest 4 schools (Gayespur S.S.K, lllambazar Primary School,
Rajyadharpur Primary School and Chhatina MSK) the same cannot
reach the level of satisfaction.

Except Darbarpur Primary School, in all the schools (38 schools)
children are encouraged to wash hands before and after eating.

Survey reveals the in all the selected schools in Birbhum, children
are taking meal in an orderly manner.

Both conservation of water and safety in cooking process and
storage of fuel have been found in 23 out of 40 schools surveyed.
Whereas in rest 16 schools the same is not found.

m.Community
Participation

Participation of parents/ VECs/Panchayats/Urban bodies in daily
supervision and monitoring has been reported in 29 schools, 4
schools, 3 schools and 5 schools respectively.

General awareness about the implementation of MDM program
can be marked as quiet satisfactory in 5 schools, satisfactory in 17
schools, good in 4 schools and rest 12 schools the same is found as
average.

In 10 schools community members are aware regarding school
activities from teachers. They get awareness of the same by other
SMC members in 3 schools. In rest 2 schools, the source of this
awareness is Panchayet Members.

n. Inspection
and
Supervision

Only in 29 schools mid-day program has been inspected by any
state/ district/ block level officers/officials. In rest 10 schools no
such inspection has been occurred.

Frequency of such visit varies from once in month (Ratanpur J.N
Institute) to once in a year (Nowapara Ahamadia High Madrasa).

In Sainthia JD Girls' High School this visit takes place only once in

In none of the schools, school inspectors left any remark.

o. Impact

In all the schools (39 schools) mid-day meal has improved the
enrolment, attendance, social harmony, nutritional status and
retention of children in school.

In 36 schools, school/implementing agency is receiving food grain
regularly. The same is not reported in rest 5 No. Jugore Primary
School, Katlamari High School, Nowapukuria Ghoshpara Primary
School and Sarat Pally Balika vidyalaya. And in all the cases a
delay of one months has been reported.

Survey reveals that except 13 No. Pecherpara Primary School and
Munsobpur Primary School buffer stock of one month’s
requirement of foodgrain has been maintained in all other 38
schools.

b. Availability

of food grains Out of 40 schools surveyed in Murshidabad, quality of foodgrain

supplied was as per the marked/ indicated weight in 36 schools.
The same is not observed in Haziganj Rajabazar Jr. High School, 17
No. Nasipur Primary School, Hikampur Primary School and
Joykrishnapur A.B.S Vidyapith.

Except Gopgram Primary School in all the school timely delivery
of foodgrain at school has been reported.

It has been observed that in all the schools quality of foodgrain is
good.
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c. Availability
of Cooking Cost

Survey reveals that only in 14 schools cooking cost is received in
advance on a regular basis. Irregularity on the same has been
reported in rest 26 schools.

Out of 40 schools surveyed mode of disbursement of cooking cost
is cash and cheque in 8 schools and 6 schools respectively. Both
banking channel and E- transfer is the mode of payment in case of
15 schools. In rest 11 schools, the payment is made both through
cash and e-transfer.

d. Social Equity

In none of the schools surveyed in Murshidabad, any gender or
caste or community discrimination in cooking or serving or eating
arrangement has been observed.

Survey reveals that there is no specific serving and seating
arrangement for mid-day meal. Either in classroom or in verandah,
mid day meal is served. In 28 No. Adwaitanagar Primary School,
students carry their food to home.

e. Variety in
Menu

Survey reveals that in all the 40 schools surveyed in Murshidabad,
weekly menu is displayed at a place noticeable to community.

In most of the schools (23 schools), menu is decided from BDO
office followed by the school authority in 15 schools. In rest 2
schools Berhampore J.n Acadamy Primary School and Lalbagh
Govt. Sponsored Girl's High School the same is decided by
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Municipality.

Except 3 schools, 17 No. Nasipur Primary School, Munsobpur
Primary School and Srirampur Sisu Sikha Kendra, in all other
schools variety in weekly menu has been observed.

f. Quality and
Quantity of
Meal

According to the students’ perception, in 30 schools the quality of
meal served is good. The same is fair in 9 schools. Only in
Hossainabad High school(H.S.), students are not satisfied with the
quality of meal and they marked the same as poor.

In 38 schools quantity of meal is adequate whereas the same is not
adequate in Hossainabad High school(H.S.) and Berhampore J.n
Acadamy Primary School.

g. Availability
of Cook-cum-
helpers

Self help group takes the responsibility of serving and cooking meal
in 14 schools. This responsibility goes to PRI in 2 schools, BDO in 2
schools. In rest 22 schools cook cum helpers appointed by the
department is cooking and serving the meal.

Except Faridpur Primary school and Talkola Primary school, in all
other schools cook cum helpers are engaged as per Gol norm.

In 31 schools cook cum helpers get 1500/ person as remuneration.
The same 450 per head in case of 3 schools and there is no fixed
salary for the cook cum helpers in 78/ Hajigung Rajabajar Pry.
School.

Out of 40 schools surveyed regularity in payment for cook cum
helpers has been reported in 30 schools. In rest 10 schools the
same is not found.

Mixed social combination of cook cum helpers has been reported
in 7 schools. Whereas in rest other schools they either belongs to
general caste or they are from backward classes.
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h.
Supplementary:

Out of 40 schools surveyed Murshidabad, health card for each child
is maintained in 23 schools. In rest 17 schools the same is not
maintained.

Frequency of health check-up varies from monthly to twice in a
year.

It has been observed that children are given micronutrients and
de- worming medicine periodically in 30 schools. In rest 10 schools
the same is not given.

i. Pucca Kitchen
Shed Cum store

Except Lalbagh Govt. Sponsored Girl's High School, in all other
schools availability of pucca kitchen shed cum store is found to be
available.

In Lalbagh Govt. Sponsored Girl's High School, the food is being
cooked and foodgrains/other ingredients are stored in a classroom.

It has been found that sufficient cooking utensils is available in 37
schools. The same is insufficient in Hossainabad High school(H.S.),
Sundipur SSK and Banipith Primary School.

Survey reveals that in all the schools surveyed in Murshidabad (40
schools), general impression of environment, safety and hygiene is
satisfactory.

In 37 schools children accustomed to wash hands. Whereas in rest
3 schools (Hossainabad High school (H.S.), Talkola Primary school
and Sundipur SSK) the same is not found.

Except Hossainabad High school(H.S.), in all other schools students
are taking meal in an orderly manner.

Conservation of water is practiced in 38 schools. In rest 2 schools
(Jitpur Dighirpar Primary School and Mahedipur Primary School)
the same is not found.

In all the 40 schools cooking process and storage of fuel is safe.

m.Community
Participation

Parents/ VECs/Panchayats/Urban bodies are participating in daily
supervision and monitoring of MDM program in Murshidabad.
Their participation is reported in 10 schools, 7 schools, 6 schools
and 8 schools respectively.

It is reported that in 12 schools community members are
maintaining a roster for MDM supervision.

Awareness level of community members regarding quantity of
mid-day meal served at primary level is very good in 4 schools,
good in 3 schools, satisfactory in 16 schools and poor in
Munsobpur Primary School. The awareness level of community
members at upper primary level is excellent in Sarsabad Girl's Jr.
High Madrasha, very good in Haridur Islamia SR. Madrasha, good
in 3 schools and satisfactory in 5 schools. In other schools,
community members are not so involved.

The awareness level of community members regarding entitlement
of quantity and type of nutrients in MDM per child at primary level
is satisfactory in 16 schools, good in 7 schools and poor in
Munsobpur Primary School. At upper primary level, the
awareness is good in 4 schools and satisfactory in 5 schools.

General awareness about overall implementation of MDM
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program is satisfactory in 26 schools and average in 12 schools.

In 9 schools community members are aware regarding school
activities from newspapers/magazines/friends. They get awareness
of the same from school in 17 schools. In rest 12 schools, the
source of this awareness is teachers/friend/villagers etc.

n. Inspection

Only in 28 schools mid-day program has been inspected by y state/
district/ block level officers/officials. In rest 12 schools no such
inspection carried out.

The visit is most frequent in 78/ Hajigung Rajabajar Pry. School

Mid-Day Meal Programme Monitored by the University of Calcutta

The Monitoring Institution (MI), University of Calcutta completed
the ‘Monitoring of SSA & MDM Program’ in West Bengal for 2014-
15 with school survey in Siliguri district. As scheduled, it has
surveyed 40 schools in Siliguri. Out of which 22 primary schools, 12
upper primary schools, 3 SSKs, 2 MSKs and 1 Madrashas have been

a.Basic Details y

& Regularity in | oyt of the 40 schools surveyed, 12 schools are from urban region
Serving Meal and 28 schools are from rural area.

Hot cooked meal is served daily In 37 schools. In 2 schools
(Fairanijote Primary School and Dr. B.R. Ambedkar Hindi Primary
School), the same is not regular.

Out of the 40 schools surveyed, buffer stock of food grains is
reported as available in 23 schools. But in 14 schools, the same
was not available at the time of visit.

In 35 schools, food grain is claimed to be delivered in school in
time by the lifting agency. Rangapani F.P Schoolare is not enjoying
the same privilege. No data available for rest 4 schools.

32 schools, reported to receive FAQ of ‘Grade A’ quality of
foodgrain. In Matidhar T.E Primary School, the same is not
reported.

b. Availability
of food grains

According to authorities of 32 schools, foodgrain is released after
adjusting the unspent balance of the previous month. The same is
not reported in No-2 Dabgram G.S.F.P School. Rest 7 schools are
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not aware of it.

c. Availability
of Cooking Cost

Out of 40 schools surveyed, in 22 schools, State is releasing funds
to district/block /school on regular basis in advance. 12 schools
claimed to not receiving fund in time in advance.

Period of delay in releasing funds at different levels (state, district
and block level) varies in between 5-6 days (Samsia Urdu G.S.F.P
School) to even 3-4 months (Matidhar T.E Primary School). In rest
of the schools, the delay remains in between.

School/ implementing agency have been receiving cooking cost in
advance regularly in 9 schools only. In 28 schools, authorities are
not receiving it on a regular basis.

The extent of delay varies in between 7-10 days (Udayan Samiti
Primary School) to 3-4 months (Rupramgachh MSK, Rangapani F.P
School, Paschim Keshordova SSK, Madati Hindi High School and
Matidhar T.E Primary School ).

In case of non-receipt of cooking cost, mid-day meal is served
with credit purchase from market in 7 schools, managed from SHG
fund or managed by SHG in 13 schools, with financial help from
teachers in 2 schools and both by credit from market and advance
from teachers in Pati Colony Primary School.

In 5 schools, cooking cost in disbursed in cash, in 2 schools in
cheque, in 30 schools E-transfer and in Dr. B.R. Ambedkar Hindi
Primary School, either cash or via e-transfer.

d. Social Equity

In 5 schools, mid-day meal is served within the classroom. In 31
schools, school corridor, school ground or open spen space within
school campus is the place for taking the mid-day meal. In Kotia
Jote Primary School, separate hall for mid-day meal serving and
seating arrangement exists. In Kabi Sukanta Pathshala, it is
managed within the Kitchen.

No social discrimination (gender/caste/ community) has been
observed in cooking or serving or seating arrangements in any of
the sample schools surveyed.

e. Variety in
Menu

Survey team from MI has revealed that in 12 schools, the
concerned HM along with other teachers decides the menu and in
rest of the schools self help group takes the responsibility of
deciding the menu.

Weekly menu is displayed at a prominent place noticeable to
community only in 18 schools, Rest 21 schools is yet to adopt this
practice.

Only in 23 schools weekly menu is uniformly followed. But in 11
schools, it is not uniformly followed.

In 37 schools the menu includes locally available ingredients.
In 33 schools, authorities claim that the menu for MDM provides

required nutritional and calorific value per child. In rest 4 schools,
the same is not assured.

f. Quality and
Quantity of
Meal

Children in 25 schools considered quality of meal served as ‘good’,
in 14 schools as average.

According to student’s perception, adequate quantity of meal is
served in mid-day meal in 38 schools but it is not adequate in
Netaji Boy's Primary School.

Quantity of pulses used in the meal per child is adequate in all the
schools surveyed.

Quantity of green leafy vegetables used in the meal per child is
inadequate in Dimajote Sambhu Adibashi Primary School and
adequate in rest of the schools.

Double fortified salt is used in 38 schools surveyed and it is not
used in Samsia Urdu G.S.F.P School.
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Acceptance of meal amongst the children is ‘good’ in 35 schools,
average in 3 schools and poor in 1 school (Siliguri Jagadish
Chandra Vidyapith (H.S)).

g. Availability
of Cook-cum-
helpers

In 22 schools, self-help group members execute the responsibility
of cook-cum helpers. Cook-cum helpers are engaged by VEC/SMC
in 12 schools by school authorities in 2 schools (No-2 Dabgram
G.S.F.P School and Champasari Jr. Basic School) and by
Municipality in 2 schools (Udayan Samiti Primary School and
Nepali Kalyan Primary School).

In 38 schools, cook-cum helpers are engaged as per Gol norms.

In 25 schools, cook-cum helpers are paid on regular basis. But, in
12 schools, their payment is irregular.

In all the schools, honorarium paid tp cook-cum helpers is Rs.
1500/head.

In 17 schools, cook-cum helpers are paid their remuneration in
cash, in 2 schools in cheques (Muraliganj High School(H.S) and
Subalvita F.P School) and in 16 schools the amount deposits in
bank a/c via e-transfer.

In 6 schools (Saratnagar F.P. School and Ram Chandrapur F.P
School), cook-cum helpers consists of only general category
members. In rest of the schools, they consist of minority
community members (SC, ST, OBC etc.) also.

Only in 2 schools (Paschim Keshordova SSK and Muraliganj High
School(H.S)), availability of training module for cook-cum helpers is
reported. In 36 of sample schools, the same is not found available.

Only in Muraliganj High School(H.S), cook-cum helpers received
training.

Health check-up of cook-cum-helpers has been done only in
Badrajote Primary School.
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h. Convergence
with other
Schemes:

In 17 schools, school health card is maintained for each child. It is
not maintained in 21 schools.

Children are given micronutrients and de-worming medicine
periodically in 12 sample schools. In rest 23 schools, it is not
provided. Generally health department/ local health centre
administers these medicines.

Height and weight record of the children is indicated in the school
health card in all the 12 schools.

In 7 schools referral or instance of medical emergency during the
period of monitoring has been reported.

First aid medical kit is available in 30 schools. In 5 schools it is not
available.

Dental and/or eye-check-up is included in the screening in 22
schools. In 14 schools, it is yet to be included.

Spectacles are distributed to children suffering from refractive
error in 6 schools. It is not distributed in 24 schools.

Mid-day meal is convergent with MPLAD/MLA scheme in none of
the schools.

i. Pucca Kitchen
Shed Cum store
and Utensils

In 38 schools pucca kitchen shed-cum-store is constructed and in
use. In rest of the schools data cannot be captured due to non
cooperation of head teacher. In most of the schools, it is
constructed under MDM scheme. Other schemes/sources are SSA
scheme, BDO initiatives, others etc.

In 35 schools, kitchen-cum-stores are in hygienic condition,
properly ventilated and away from classroom. But condition is not
so favorable in Matidhar T.E Primary School.

Fire wood is used as fuel in 27 schools and LPG in 10 schools and
both LPG and firewood is used in Pati Colony Primary School.

Potable Water
for Cooking and
Drinking
Purpose

In 22 schools, potable water is available for drinking purpose in
convergence with Drinking Water and Sanitation Programme. In 16
schools, it is not available.

k. Safety and
Hygiene

General impression of the environment, safety and hygiene is
found good in 20 schools average in 18 schools and poor in Siliguri
Boy's High School(H.S).

Except Siliguri Boy's High School(H.S) in all the schools (38 schools)
children are encouraged to wash hands before and after eating
mid-day meal.

In 37 schools, children take meals in an orderly manner. But in 2
schools (Siliguri Boy's High School(H.S) and Taraknath Sindurbala
Balika Vidyalaya(H.S)) the same is not found.

Initiatives taken to conserve water in 33 schools. In 6 schools, no
such initiative taken.

In 13 schools, cooking process and storage of fuel is relatively safe
not posing any fire hazard. In rest 15 schools, it is not safe.

m.Community
Participation

Roster of community members for supervision of MDM is
maintained in 8 schools. In 29 schools, it is not maintained.

Social audit mechanism is reported in 7 schools. It is absent in 30
schools.

No. of SMC meeting during the monitoring period varies in
between 0 to 16 at most.

Issues related with mid-day are discussed in majority of the
meetings.

n. Inspection

Inspection register is available at school level in 12 schools. In 25
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and
Supervision

schools, it is not available.

Only Khetra Singh Jote Primary School received funds under MME
component. 34 schools are yet to receive fund.

In 24 schools, state/district/block level officers/officials inspected
the MDM scheme. In 12 schools, inspection was not done.

0. Impact

MDM has improved the enrollment, attendance and retention of
children in 29 schools. In 7 schools, it has not been so effective
from the said perspectives.

Mid-day meal has helped in improvement of social harmony and
nutritional status of the children in 27 schools.

17 schools have experienced incidental benefit due to serving of
meal in schools. In rest 23 schools, no such incidental benefit has
been experienced.

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The Monitoring Institution (M) , University of Calcutta has started the survey to conduct the
monitoring activity on MDM program in Birbhum. As discussed earlier also, 10 conditions have
been considered to assess the status of mid-day meal program implementation in all these
schools. Each condition has been allotted a score of either 0 or 1. If the condition gets
satisfactorily met, then 1 is allotted for the same, otherwise 0. Therefore at its best, if a school
meets all the condition, it can achieve 10 out of 10 points and at its worst 0 out of 10 points if
fails to satisfy even a single condition. A brief on the status of MDM implementation in terms
of scoring has been presented in tabular form above.

The overall composite score of these 40 schools is 348 out of 400 in Birbhum.
Modhura High School has no Mid day Meal facility. Mid day Meal has stopped due to problem
among the Self help Group members. So all the above mentioned conditions are Not applicable

for this upper primary school.

In Bolpur Vivekananda Vidyapith,Mid day Meal has been stopped since May’2015. No
allotment order is given to this school.

It is reported that in SreeSree Saradeswari Vidyalaya For Girls', if SC members cook the meal,
then the students eat very little.

Among 40 schools, 15 schools achieved 10 out of 10 satisfying 10 conditions. But Gayespur
S.S.K schoolhasachieved the lowest mark i.e. 6 out of 10.

have scored 10 by satisfying all the 10 stipulated conditions.

The survey has been started by the Monitoring Institution (M) , University of Calcutta to
conduct the monitoring activity on MDM program in Murshidabad. As discussed earlier
also, 10 conditions have been considered to assess the status of Sarba Shiksha Abhiyan
in all these schools. Each condition has been allotted a score of either 0 or 1. If the
condition gets satisfactorily met, then 1 is allotted for the same, otherwise 0. Therefore
at its best, if a school meets all the condition, it can achieve 10 out of 10 points and at its
worst 0 out of 10 points if fails to satisfy even a single condition. A brief on the status of
MDM implementation in terms of scoring has been presented in tabular form above.

The overall composite score of these 40 schools is 345 out of 400 in Murshidabad.

Among 40 schools , there are 26 primary schools , 8 upper primary schools, 3 SSK
schools and 3 Madrasa schools in Murshidabad.

Hossainabad High school(H.S.), Rabindra Rokeya Primary School, 3 no. Janardanpur
Primary School and Munsobpur Primary School have achieved only 7 satisfying only 7
conditions. Debidaspur Primary School, 36 no Bairagachi G.S.F.P Vidyalaya, Laskarpur
Primary School, 7 no. Bartala Primary School, Faridpur Primary school, Jitpur Dighirpar
Primary School, 17 no. Nasipur Primary School and Srirampur Sisu Sikha Kendra have
got full marks satisfying all the above mentioned conditions.
