Hot Cooked meal is served in all sample schools. Since 1-9-11, only in 07 schools MDM
service has been interrupted for a few days for reasons like rice shortage, fuel shortage,
rainfall etc.

Out of every hundred enrolled children only 80 children are taking MDM because 13 are not
coming to school and 07 go home to take home-made food or eat home made tiffin.

There are some schools, it is found that the amount of rice actually cooked is less than the
amount of rice that should be cooked as per the MDM norm and is very less than the amount
of rice shown in the MDM register as has been utilized. At Ranjagola UPS, for instance 164
children came to school on 24-11-11 and 103 took MDM (40 P + 63 UP). As per the MDM
norm, 13 kg. 450 gm. Of rice should be cooked. But only 10 kg. of rice was cooked and 21 kg.
200gm of rice was shown in MDM register as utilized.

Food-grains are received regularly by all most all of the schools but some have got 1 to 5 kg
less supply of rice per 50 kg. bag.

Only 26 out of the 40 sample schools have received 01 month’s extra food-grains but only 60
per cent of the schools have received the food-grains at school point. Food-grain quality has
been good in all cases.

Cooking cost has not been received regularly in advance by any school.

Social equity is seen everywhere relating to cooking, serving and seat arrangement for MDM.
Weekly menu is displayed in 38 schools and all 40 sample schools serve variety of food items
as per the prescribed menu.

Children are happy with both quality and quantity of food items in most of the schools.
Healthcare and supplementary nutrient facilities are very rare. Health card is found in 29
schools but does not exist health related data.

Cooks and Helpers do not get remuneration of Rs.1000/- per month. In majority of schools,
they belong to weaker sections.

Pucca kitchen-cum-store has been constructed in many schools but are used in only 08 schools
for both cooking and storing purposes. 18 schools do not use the constructed pucca kitchen for
cooking and 17 schools do not use it for storing for reasons like space shortage, ventilation
problem fear of theft etc.

35 schools have potable drinking water facility. 22 schools have adequate cooking utensils but

none has storing utensils.
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In most of the schools, children wash hands and utensils before and after eating. They also
partake meals in an orderly manner.

Parents / SMCs / PRI supervise MDM occasionally but a roster for MDM supervision is not
maintained.

Community in many schools has expressed satisfaction over the quantity of MDM served and
has felt that MDM contributes to raise child attendance and general health.

Inspection visits of MDM officials is very rare.

Hot Cooked meal is served in all sample schools. Since 1-9-11, in 18 schools MDM service
has been interrupted for a few days for various reasons such as fuel shortage, lack of cooking
cost, rainfall, rice shortage.

Out of every hundred enrolled children only 74 children are taking MDM because 22 are not
coming to school and 04 go home to take food or eat home made tiffin.

Excess utilization of rice and eggs shown in MDM register.

Excess amount of rice and dal is cooked and shown in MDM register and taken away by cook
and Helper.

Food-grains are received regularly by most of the schools but some have got 2 to 06 kg less
supply of rice per 50 kg. bag.

29 out of the 40 sample schools have received 01 month’s extra food-grains and most of the
schools have received the food-grains at school point. Food-grain quality has been good in
almost all cases.

Cooking cost has not been received regularly in advance by any school.

Social equity is seen everywhere relating to cooking, serving and seat arrangement for MDM.
Weekly menu is displayed in 23 schools. But all schools serve variety of food items every day.
Children are happy with both quality and quantity of food items in almost all schools.
Healthcare and supplementary nutrient facilities are very rare.

Cooks and Helpers do not get remuneration regularly in most of the schools every month. In
most of the schools, they belong to weaker sections. They have not got the remuneration of
Rs. 1000/- per month as per the Gol norm.

Pucca kitchen-cum-store has been constructed in about half of the schools but most of them
are not used either for cooking or for storing purpose only. In some schools MDM is cooked

in school verandah or in an open place.
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37 out of 40 schools have potable drinking water facility. Majority of the schools have
adequate cooking utensils but none has storing utensils.

In almost all schools, children wash hands and utensils before and after eating. They also
partake meals in an orderly manner in all schools.

Parents / SMCs / PRI supervise MDM occasionally but a roster for MDM supervision is not
maintained in any school.

Community in many schools has expressed satisfaction over the quantity of MDM served and
has felt that MDM contributes to raise child attendance and general health.

Inspection visits of MDM officials is very rare.

Hot Cooked meal is served in all sample schools. Since 1-9-11, only in 05 schools MDM
service has been interrupted for a few days owing to reasons like — rice shortage, lack of
cooking cost in advance, very less attendance etc.

Out of every hundred enrolled children, 45 children are taking MDM because 53 are not
coming to school and 02 go home to take home-made food. Many children do not come to
school after the annual examination.

Food-grains are received regularly by majority of the schools but some have got 1 to 08 kg
less supply of rice per 50 kg. bag. The HT is compelled to sign on the receipt to have receive
50 kg. of rice per 50 kg. bag.

38 out of 40 sample schools have received 01 month’s extra food-grains and almost all of the
schools have received the food-grains at school point. Food-grain quality has been good in
almost all schools.

Cooking cost has never been received by in advance any school regularly. It takes 1 month to
4 months time to get it.

Social equity is seen everywhere relating to cooking, serving and seat arrangement for MDM.
Weekly menu is displayed in 38 out of the 40 sample schools. Different food items are served
everyday in all schools.

Children are happy with both quality and quantity of food items in almost all schools.
Healthcare and supplementary nutrient facilities are very rare.

Cooks and Helpers do not get remuneration of Rs.1000/- per month. In almost all schools,

they belong to weaker sections. They get Rs.600/- and Rs.400/- per month respectively.
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Pucca kitchen-cum-store has been constructed in about three-fourth of the schools but are not
used either for cooking or for storing purpose in 40 per cent schools. Some schools cook in
open place / school verandah and store in classroom.

38 out of the 40 sample schools have potable drinking water facility. About one-third of the
schools have adequate cooking utensils but none has storing utensils.

In most of the schools, children wash hands and utensils before and after eating. They also
partake meals in an orderly manner in all schools.

Parents / SMCs/ PRI supervise MDM occasionally but a roster for MDM supervision is not
maintained.

Community in many schools has expressed satisfaction over the quantity of MDM served and
has felt that MDM contributes to raise child attendance and general health.

Inspection visits of MDM officials is very rare.

Bhadrak District:

Hot Cooked meal is served in all sample schools. Since 1-9-11, only in 05 schools MDM
service has been interrupted for a few days for reasons like cooking cost shortage, rice
shortage and illness of Helper etc.

Out of every hundred enrolled children only 59 children are taking MDM because 40 are not
coming to school and 01 goes home to take home-made food.

NGO providing MDM claims utilization of food grains as per the enrollment strength and not
as per the attendance.

NGO provides MDM to rural schools and also to urban schools having kitchen. Thus Gol
norm is violated by the District.

NGO never keeps the MDM register at school point for verification by any supervision staff.
At N.C. High School children of class IX and X are also taking MDM.

At Bhadrak Urdu PS, some children do not attend school but come at recess time to take
MDM to home.

Food-grains are received regularly by most of the schools but many have got 2 to 10 Kg. less
supply of rice per 50 Kg. bag.

Most of the schools have received 01 month’s extra food-grains and have received the food-
grains at school point. Food-grain quality has been good in 33 schools.

Cooking cost has never been received in advance regularly in any school. It takes even 01

month to 04 months time to get it.
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Social equity is seen in all schools relating to cooking, serving and seat arrangement for
MDM.

Weekly menu is displayed at a visible place in 34 out of 40 sample schools. Different food
items are served everyday in 37 schools. The NGO do not provides MDM as per the weekly
menu to schools where they supply the food. Egg is not provided.

Children are happy with both quality and quantity of food items in most of the schools.
Healthcare and supplementary nutrient facilities are very rare.

Cooks and Helpers do not get remuneration regularly in most of the schools every month. In
most of schools, they belong to weaker sections.

Pucca kitchen-cum-store has been constructed in about half of the sample schools but are not
used either for cooking or for storing purpose in many of them. Some schools cook in school
verandah or open space and store in classroom.

Almost all schools have potable drinking water facility. Only 25 per cent of the schools have
adequate cooking utensils but none has storing utensils.

In most of the schools, children wash hands and utensils before and after eating and also
partake meals in an orderly manner.

Parents / SMCs / PRI supervise MDM occasionally but a roster for MDM supervision is not
maintained.

Community in many schools has expressed satisfaction over the quantity of MDM served and
has felt that MDM contributes to raise child attendance and general health.

Inspection visits of MDM officials is very rare.

Hot Cooked meal is served in all sample schools. Since 1-9-11 to MI’s visit day, in 19 schools
MDM service has been interrupted for a few days for reasons like rice shortage, bad weather,
illness of Cook etc.

Out of every hundred enrolled children only 45 children are taking MDM because 52 are not
coming to school and 03 go home to take home-made food or eat home-made tiffin.
Food-grains are received regularly by 30 out of the 40 sample schools but 26 have got 1 to 10
kg less supply of rice per 50 kg. bag.

28 out of the 40 sample schools have received 01 month’s extra food-grains but most of the
schools have received the food-grains at school point. Food-grain quality has been good in all

cases.
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Cooking cost has never been received in advance every month regularly by any school. It
takes even 01 month to 04 months time to get it.

Social equity is seen in almost all schools relating to cooking, serving and seat arrangement
for MDM.

Weekly menu is displayed in 38 out of the 40 sample schools. Different food items are served
everyday in all schools.

Children are happy with both quality and quantity of food items in most of the schools.
Healthcare and supplementary nutrient facilities are very rare. Health card is not maintained in
any school.

Cooks and Helpers do not get remuneration regularly in most of the schools every month. In
most of schools, they belong to weaker sections. They also do not get remuneration as per the
Gol norm of Rs.1000/- per month.

Pucca kitchen-cum-store has been constructed in 34 of the 40 sample schools but is not used
either for cooking or for storing purpose in 20 of them. Some schools cook in school
verandah, open space or thatched house and store in classroom.

Almost all schools have potable drinking water facility. Only 11 of the 40 sample schools
have adequate cooking utensils but none has storing utensils.

In most of the schools, children wash hands and utensils before and after eating and also
partake meals in an orderly manner.

Parents / SMCs / PRI supervise MDM occasionally but a roster for MDM supervision is not
maintained.

Community in many schools has expressed satisfaction over the quantity of MDM served and
has felt that MDM contributes to raise child attendance and general health.

Inspection visits of MDM officials is very rare.
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DHENKANAL DISTRICT

Introduction:

Dhenkanal District is located in the central region of ODISHA State. It has 1735
number of schools covered under SSA (DISE 2009). The District office concerned with MDM
scheme is located at Dhenkanal town. In order to implement MDM activities, District as well
as Block level officials have been engaged. Besides, the teachers, SMC members and PRI
members are also allowed to supervise the MDM scheme at school level. As per the MDM
guidelines, rice is provided to the SHG/SMC who prepares and provides MDM purchasing
dal, egg, mealmakers, vegetables and fuel. Each school is to get the cooking cost in advance
every month and produce the expenditure statement along with vouchers to the Block office

every month for release of the expenditure amount.

Procedure and criteria adopted for selection of sample schools:

As per the MoU and ToR, 40 schools have been identified in discussion with the DPO
staffs of Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan of the District on 21-11-11 for monitoring of MDM activities
at school level. The guidelines mentioned in the ToR have been followed for school selection.
The 40 schools include 8 urban schools and 32 rural schools. The school wise details of
criteria basing upon which the sample schools have been identified have been reflected in the
DPO’s letter no. 3344 dtd. 21-11-11 placed at page 39. Out of the 40 sample schools, 15 are
primary schools (PS) and the rest upper primary schools (UPS). Each of the 40 sample schools
has been visited by 01 of the members of the monitoring team who has spent 01 full day at the
school to collect the MDM related data as per the format prescribed by the MHRD, Gol. The
Nodal Officer has also visited one-third of the 40 sample schools as per the ToR. The data
have been obtained by interacting with children, teachers, cook, helper, SHG/SMC/NGO
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providing MDM at school point and by observing the process of MDM preparation, storage
and distribution. The data then have been cross-checked, cleaned and tabulated for analysis in

respect of different aspects of the MDM scheme.

REGULARITY IN SERVING MEAL.: Students, Teachers & Parents

Whether the school is serving hot cooked meal
L daily? If there was interruption, what was the
extent and reasons for the same?
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The MI has visited 40 schools and has found that hot cooked meal is served in every
school. In only 07 of these schools since 1-9-11 provision of MDM has been stopped for
some days (for school wise details, see Table 1.1 at page 18). In Khankar Ambasahi NUPS,
MDM has not been served for 05 days that is two days from 3-9-11 to 5-9-11 and three days
between 12-10-11 to 14-10-11 because of fuel shortage and SHG negligence respectively. In
Gengutia PS, there has been 06 days interruption of MDM service from 14-11-11 to 19-11-
11 and one day on 21-11-11 owing to lack of rice. In case of Gobindpur PPS, MDM was
stopped for 01 day on 02-9-11 due to rainfall. There are even 13 days of MDM disruption in
Nuagaon UPS that is from 13-11-11 to 18-11-11, 21-11-11 to 23-11-11, 5-11-11 to 26-11-11
and 28-11-11 to 29-11-11. The cause of the said interruption is due to lack of rice and is, in
fact, found to be highest days of discontinuance in the District. In Tarava UPS, the same
cause of rice shortage is also noticed to be of 13 days. MDM disruption that occurred from
14-11-11 to 18-11-11, 20-11-11 to 23-11-11, 25-11-11 to 26-11-11 and 28-11-11 to 30-11-
11, is found to be second highest days of MDM interruption in the District. There is another
school, named Ranja UPS, where due to village functions there has been 02 days interruption
of MDM provision to children from 19-9-11 to 20-11-11. In Bapujee UPS, MDM was
stopped for two days on 5-9-11 and 8-9-11 because of rainfall and village function
respectively. The above findings reveal that lack of rice is the only cause of MDM
interruption in 03 out of the 07 schools where MDM was not served for some days since 1-9-
11 till end of Nov.2011. When enquired at school level of these 03 schools, it was revealed
that the Block Office could not supply rice and hence the 03 schools could not serve MDM

to children for some days as mentioned in Table 1.1.

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In the 40 sample schools, 6328 children had been enrolled and for all of them
MDM provision has been made by the government. On the date of MI’s visit to these
schools, 5521 (87.2%) children had attended the schools. As per the MDM register, MDM
has been cooked for 5128 (81%) children but 5041 (79.7%) of them had taken MDM. In all
40 schools except the Sansailo Sevashram School, some children had not attended the
school on the day of visit of MI. The teachers could not say correctly the reasons for which
those children had remained absent from school. There is neither any process nor any
mechanism followed in each school and the District to record the reasons for non-attendance
of the children. No systematic measure has been taken by the SMC to raise the percentage of
attendance of children. Further, the District has not taken any step to identify the cases of
double / fake enrollment and delete their names from the students’ attendance register. In our
MDM report for the 2" half year of 2010-11, the State had been requested to make a study
on students’ absenteeism and take appropriate measures but it appears that the District has

not taken such steps.

In addition, 7.5% children who had attended the schools, had not taken MDM.
These children belong to 09 schools (Table 2.1 at page 19). In 02 of these schools, MDM
was not cooked due to lack of rice, for which reason the children could not eat MDM. In
other 07 schools, some children did not take MDM for varied reasons. For instance, in
Ranjagola Govt. UPS, Harmohan Pradhan of Class V, Debasis Prusty of Class VI and Kulu
Nayak of Class-V could not eat MDM because they had not brought their utensils to receive
MDM on the day. In the same school, Subasis Sahoo of Class VI, Tapaswini Samal of Class
IV and Lulu Sahoo of Class VI preferred to eat at home. Such reasons are also noticed in
other schools relating to non-consumption of MDM by children despite attendance in the
school. In schools where such reasons are found, the teachers or SMC do not motivate the
children to eat MDM
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together with other children. The school gates are not closed during the time of recess to
prevent children to go home to take food. Some schools do not have utensils like stainless
steel tray and glass to provide the children to eat. Consequently, some children fail to eat
MDM in absence of utensils where as some children go home to bring utensils to eat MDM.
Owing to latter situation, children take time beyond the recess hour for consumption of
MDM.

There are some schools (Table 2.1) where the number of children for whom MDM
was cooked as per the MDM register is more than the number of children actually availed
MDM. For instance in Ranjagola Govt. UPS, MDM was cooked for 164 children as per the
MDM register, but actually 103 children availed MDM, these 103 children included 40
primary children and 63 upper primary children. As per the MDM norm of the state, 13 kg.
450 gm. rice was to be cooked but actually 10kg of rice was cooked and as per the MDM
register it was shown that rice of 21" kg. 200 gm. had been cooked for 164 children (68
primary + 96 upper primary). Thus less than half of the amount of rice shown in MDM

registered had been cooked. This evidence reveals the occurrence of 02 issues:

(1) Less amount of rice is cooked than what has been shown in the MDM register
and (2) less amount of rice is cooked than what is required for the children as per the MDM
norm. In case of Rajmohanpur NUPS, 111 children (54 primary + 57 upper primary) had
consumed MDM for whom as per the MDM norm13kg 950gm. rice was to be cooked but the
school had cooked 16 kg. of rice and shown in MDM register to have cooked 18.3 kg. of rice
for 148 children (78 P + 70 UP). Here, third issue is found that is (3) more amount of rice is
cooked than what is required as per the MDM norm (Table 2.1).

Out of the 40 sample schools, 30 schools have received rice regularly since 1-9-11
(For school wise details, see Table 3.1 at page 20). In case of 10 schools the reason of delay
is found to be either official or unknown to the functionaries. Extent of delay in receiving
foodgrains is normally found to be within 01 to 03 months except few cases of 07 to 15 days
delay. Dal, vegetable, mealmaker and eggs are procured from local markets. There is only

delay in supply of rice to all these schools.

(i) Is buffer stock of one-month’s School level registers, MDM
requirement is maintained?

There is a buffer stock of one month’s requirement of rice in 26 out of the 40 sample

schools (For school wise details see, Table 3.1).

(iii) Is the quantity of food grains supplied as per the marked / indicated weight?

In 24 out of 40 sample schools, rice has been supplied less than the marked weight
of the bag (i.e. 50kg). Rice has been received less up to an amount of 1 to 5 kg. per 50 kg.
bag (for school wise details see Table 3.1). The Block / District officers have not taken
appropriate measures to address this problem. The schools receiving less amount of rice
complain that they are compelled to give signature on the receipt to have received 50 kg. of
rice per bag. Further, teachers are compelled to receive the rice in such cases.

(iv) Is the food grains delivered at the school? | School level registers, MDM
Reqgisters, Head Teacher, School level
MDM functionaries

Rice is delivered at schools in 37 out of 40 sample schools. In case of 02 schools,
rice is delivered at SHG houses and in case of 01 school, it is delivered at the nearest UPS,
(For school wise details, see Table 3.1). In case of Ranjagola Govt. UPS and Batagaon UPS,
although the school has a kitchen-cum-store, for fear of theft, the SHG receives rice and keep
at SHG house. In case of Shyamcharanpur PS, the school has constructed a tube well using
the grant given for constructing the kitchen-cum-store and hence there is no store to keep
rice. Rice is therefore kept at Gopabandhu Collegepada UPS.

(v) Is the quality of food grain good?

In all 40 sample schools, the rice received has been of good quality. (For school wise

details, see Table 3.2 at page 21).

REGULARITY IN DELIVERING COOKING COST School level registers,
TO SCHOOL LEVEL: MDM Registers, Head
Teacher, School level
MDM functionaries.

(1) Is school receiving cooking cost in advance
regularly? If there is delay in delivering cooking cost
what is the extent of delay and reasons for it?
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Not a single out of the 40 sample schools so far has received the cooking cost in
advance regularly. The extent of delay of receiving the cooking cost ranges from 1 week to 2
months. The main reasons of delay are noticed to be: (1) official delay, (2) voucher not
submitted, and (3) revolving fund not fully utilized (For school wise details, see Table 4.1 at
page 22). For 21 schools, the Block office has not released the cooking cost in advance
regularly despite receiving the Utilization Certificate every month from the schools owing to
shortage of staff. Furthermore, to many schools the cooking cost advance has been released
to their bank account with no written intimation for which months the advance has been
released. Hence at school point, no record is available in respect of the months for which the
cooking cost advance has been received. The Head Teachers of Batagaon UPS, Bhaliakan
Majhipal PS, Khankar Ambasahi NUPS, Gengutia PS and Barada PS have mentioned that
they do not get any letter from the Block Office / District Nodal Office of MDM mentioning
the months for which the cooking cost advance has been released to their MDM bank

account. In view of this, they face difficulty in maintaining the MDM accounts properly.

(ii) In case of delay, how schools manage to School  level registers, MDM
ensure that there is no disruption in the Registers, Head Teacher, School level
feeding programme? MDM functionaries.

In case of delay, the cooking cost is managed from SHG fund (09 schools), the HM’s
own fund (18 schools), revolving fund (05 schools), SMC president’s own fund (02 schools
and village people (01 school). (For school wise details, see Table 4.1 at page 22 ).

(iii) Is cooking cost paid by Cash or through School  level  registers, MDM
banking channel? Registers, Head Teacher, School level
MDM functionaries.

The cooking cost has been received only through E-transfer in all schools. (For
school wise details, see Table 4.1).

SOCIAL EQUITY: Observations

In all sample 40 schools, the MI has not noticed any discrimination in cooking,
serving and sitting arrangement for MDM basing upon gender, caste or community (For

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38 out of the 40 sample schools have displayed their weekly menu at a visible
place. This menu has been prepared by the State Government and strictly followed by 40
sample schools where MDM is prepared everyday as per the given weekly menu. (For school

wise details, see Table 6.1 at page 24 ).

In all of the 40 sample schools different food items are provided to children daily. The
food items have been decided by the State Government keeping in view the nutritional

requirement of the children.

(iii) Does the daily menu include rice / wheat Observations and discussion with

preparation, dal and vegetables? children teachers, parents, VEC
members, Gram Panchayat
members and cooks.

In all 40 sample schools, the daily menu includes rice and vegetables every day. Dal
is part of daily menu 02 days a week in all schools. Wheat is not given at all (For school wise

details, see Table 6.1). In all 40 sample schools, rice and vegetables are served daily.

QUALITY & QUANTITY OF MEAL: Observations of Investigation
Feedback from children on during MDM service
a) Quality of meal:

In 39 out of 40 sample schools, children have appreciated the quality of rice and in 38
schools, children have appreciated the quality of curry and dal (For school wise details, see
Table 7.1 at page 25 ). In Jawahar NUPS, the children have reported that rice and dal were of
bad quality some times. Rice often had a few stones and dal was very dilute. In Bapuji UPS,

the children had also said that the dal was very dilute.

b) Quantity of meal: Observations  of Investigation
during MDM service

In all of the 40 sample schools, children have appreciated the quantity of rice but in
38 schools, they have appreciated the quantity of dal / curry served to them (For schoolwise
status see Table 7.1).

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In 28 out of the 40 sample schools, health cards are available for the children (For
school wise details, see Table 8.1 at page 26 ). But it contains information of the children
relating to name, height and weight in some schools. Data relating to illness and health are
also not recorded in schools where health check up programme has been conducted for the
children. But in Durga Prasad UPS, all health related data have been mentioned in the Health

cards of all children.

(i1) No. of times health check up of children done since 1-4-2011.

Health check up of children has been done in 30 schools since 1-4-2011. Among
them it has been done only once in 17 schools, 2 times in 10 schools, 3 times in 2 schools
and 4 times in only 1 school. The rest 10 schools are yet to get the health check up benefit
(for school wise details, see Table 8.1). Thus health check up of children is not regularly
done. Malnutrition cases are not recorded. MI’s study at Rajmohanpur UPS on 24-11-11
reveals that out of the 27 Class V children, 25 are malnourished that includes 03 severely
malnourished children, 13 moderately malnourished children and 09 mildly malnourished
children. From among the 36 Class VII children of this school, 33 are malnourished that
includes 03 severely malnourished children, 18 moderately malnourished children and 12
mildly malnourished children. MI’s study at Similia PS on 29-11-11 among the 39 Class V
students points out that 29 are malnourished. From among them, 02 are severely
malnourished, 14 are moderately malnourished and 13 are mildly malnourished. At
Govindpur UPS, the MI’s study has unravelled that out of the 33 class V children checked on
29-11-11, 29 are malnourished, this includes 02 severely malnourished children; 11
moderately malnourished children; and 16 mildly malnourished children (For details, see
Tables 15.1, 15.2, 15.3 and 15.4 at page 35 to 38 ).

In none of the 40 sample schools, iron tablets, Vitamin A tablets have been given
periodically (Table 8.1, page*). In only 03 schools, deworming tablets have been given
periodically since 1-4-11.

not need based, despite the observation that majority of children are malnourished.

The medicines have been provided by the State Government.

In case
of 03 schools, passbook was not available and the rest 30 schools did not maintain the
correct information on remuneration details (For school wise details, see Table 9.1). It goes
against the current MDM rules of the State which says that the Cook and Helper will get
their remuneration every month regularly. It was observed that the District/Block office for
MDM does not inform in writing the number of months for which salary was released. The
Cook and Helper in some schools have got no letter relating to the months for which they
have got their salary. They have received the salary in their passbook but do not know for
which months they have got it.
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(v) Social Composition of cooks /helpers? | Observations and discussion with children

In 34 out of the sample 40 schools, the Cook belongs to SC/ ST/ OBC/ minority
community. In 33 schools, the Helper belongs to SC/ST/OBC/minority community (For
school wise details, see Table 9.1). Thus employment facility is given to the backward

communities on priority.

All 40 sample schools have got the sanction of pucca kitchen shed. In 08 schools,
the pucca kitchen shed-cum-store that has been constructed is in use for both cooking and
storing. In 18 schools, it is constructed but not in use for cooking. In 17 schools it is
constructed but is not used for storing. In 02 schools, the pucca kitchen-cum store is under
construction whereas in 01 school it is sanctioned but the construction work has not yet been
started (For school wise details, see Table 10.1 at page 28).

2. Construction grant received under which scheme?

All the schools who have got the sanction for constructing the kitchen-cum-store
have got it under the MDM or SSA scheme (For school wise details, see Table 10.1).

3. Reason for not using the constructed kitchen-cum-store for cooking and storing

The constructed kitchen-cum-store is not used for cooking because of space shortage
(08 schools); smoke/ventilation problem (05 schools); kitchen used as classroom/office/
store (01 school) and no provision for hearth (04 schools). Further, the same is not used for
storing because of space shortage (08 schools), fear of theft (06 schools) and other reasons
(03 schools) (For schools wise details, see Table 10.1). The MI has observed that the kitchen
constructed out of Rs. 60,000/- is of very small size. The cooking space available is further
reduced because cooking slab has been made and is not used for cooking, Gas chulla is not
provided. MDM is cooked in a hearth. The kitchen is not made suitable for hearth based
cooking and hence is not used for cooking in many schools especially with a higher students
strength. In case of Shyma Charanpur PS, the kitchen construction grant has been utilized for
making tube well at school and hence the school lacks a kitchen and MDM is cooked in the
house of an SMC member.

In 02 of 40 sample schools, the community has opined that the quantity of MDM per
child at primary level is poor (For school wise details, see Table 12.2 at page 32). The
community has particularly said this in respect of the dal.

(b) Opinion of community on quantity of MDM per child at upper primary level.

In 01 of the 25 sample Upper Primary schools, the community has opined that the
quantity of MDM per child at upper primary level is poor in respect of dal (For school wise
details, see Table 12.2 at page 32 ).

(c) Overall impression of MDM programme.

In none of the 40 schools, the overall impression of community on MDM is average
(Table 12.2). Community has appreciated the weekly menu and the policy of providing hot

cooked meal everyday.

(d) From where do you know about MDM.

The community has known about MDM from various sources like TV, news paper,

radio, and teacher. (For school wise details, see Table 12.2).

The MDM supervision is inadequate
in absence of Cluster Level Nodal Officers for MDM. The Block Level Nodal Officer for
MDM is the Sl of schools. The District Level Nodal Officer is the DI of School, Both of
them do not find enough time for regular supervision of MDM at school point. The State has
not engaged the CRCCs as the Cluster Nodal Officers for MDM, and hence they do not
supervise MDM during their visits to schools.

page 34)
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Major lIssues:

Issue of non-provision of MDM on working days.
» Limited to 07 out of 40 sample schools for reasons like rice shortage, fuel shortage,

rainfall etc.

Issue of 13.8% of the enrolled children not coming to school and hence unable to take
MDM.
» Some children are either long absentees or have not at all come to school since 1-4-11.

» The reason may be fake enrollment or enrollment in more than one school.

Issues of children (7.5%) denying to take MDM although have attended the school.

» The quantum of such children has been found only in 09 out of the 40 sample schools.

» The reasons are many: (1) children going to home to take food; (2) children not eating
owing to lack of utensils; and (3) children eating home-made tiffin or snacks purchased

from market.

Issue of less amount of rice being cooked than what has been shown in the MDM

register.

Issue of less amount of rice being cooked than what is required as per the MDM norm.

Issue of not releasing cooking cost in advance regularly

» No school has got the cooking cost in advance by the first week of every month regularly.

» The reasons are: (1) delayed or no submission of vouchers and expenditure statement by
SHG/SMC to the Block office, and (2) delay by the Block Officers to release the cooking

cost in advance every month.

Issue of engaging Head Teachers in managing MDM
The Head Teachers and teachers in some schools are compelled under the following
circumstances to procure and manage MDM.
» SMC members take plea that they do not have time to manage MDM but urge that
children should get MDM everyday and request the Head Teachers to manage MDM.
> In the event of delay in payment of advance cooking cost, some SHGs are not willing to

Less and irregular payment of remuneration to Cook and Helper.
Cooks and Helpers of all schools are paid much less than the Government of India norm of Rs.
1,000/- per month and are not regularly paid every month.

Issue of no health check up and no provision of Vit A, iron tablets and de-worming
tablets.

Health check up has been done is a very limited schools. Vit. A, iron tablets and de-worming
tablets are not given to children regularly. Large number of malnourished children are found

but they are not getting the required nutritional care.

Issue of no use of pucca kitchen shed-cum-store.

There are schools where pucca kitchen shed-cum-store has been constructed under the SSA /
MDM scheme but in 18 of them, it is not used for cooking or in 17 of them it is not used for
storing purposes. The reasons are varied from school to school but the main three of them are

space shortage, fear of theft and smoke problem.

Issue of inadequate availability of cooking utensils.
22 out of the 40 sample schools face difficulty in cooking and serving MDM due to

inadequate availability of cooking utensils.

Issue of lack of supervision and monitoring of MDM

The management of MDM is not properly monitored and supervised by the concerned officers
at all levels and this has yielded gross mismanagement of MDM. Food grains are supplied less
than the weighted amount. Food grains are not timely supplied. MDM is cooked for children
who do not eat it. The constructed pucca kitchen shed-cum-store is not utilized for cooking
and storing. Cook and Helper do not receive their remuneration regularly every month.

Cooking cost advance is not released to school regularly every month.

Issue of lack of proper weighing system for measuring the weight of food grains and
vegetables and the weight of children.

In none of the 40 sample schools, weight of children is measured to know their nutritional
status. Similarly, the weight of food grains and vegetables is not accurately measured. It is

roughly assessed.
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Suggestions:

1.

Rice stock availability at school be recorded every month and accordingly the required

amount of rice be supplied with only 01 month of buffer stock.

Physical verification of the enrolled children at every school be made and the cases of

fake/multiple enrollment be identified and quashed out.

Eating utensils be made available at each school. MDM food items be made more tasty with
provision of more quantum of dal and vegetables per child per day. School gate may be
closed during recess hours and children be motivated to eat MDM together with other
children. Neat and clean dinning space be provided so that the children will like to eat in a
safe place throughout the year. Each school be provided with a pucca dinning hall having
vitrified tiled floor, sitting space as per enrollment strength, safe drinking water facility, and
facility for washing utensils and hands with soap and water.

Each school be instructed to identify, at morning prayer class every day, the children who
would opt for taking MDM and the MDM be cooked only for them.

The Head Teachers, SHGs and SMCs may be given onsite support relating to timely
submission of vouchers and expenditure statement to the Block Office. Adequate suppoting
staff may be provided to facilitate the Block office in releasing the advance cooking cost
regularly by the 1% week of every month.

The District / Block Nodal Officer for MDM be instructed to ensure non-involvement of

Head Teacher / Teacher in procurement / management of MDM as per the MDM norm.

No Head Teacher/ teacher be made accountable for any kind of discrepancy or stoppage in

the management or procurement of MDM.

The roles of SMC, SHG and teachers relating to MDM management be displayed in flex
board in a visible place in school for generating awareness as well as transparency of MDM

rules.
Each Cook/ Helper be posted as Cook-cum-Helper and be paid Rs.1000/- per month as

remuneration. The Govt. of India norm relating to posting of the number of Cook-cum-
Helper as per the student strength of school be adopted soon.

The State should take steps to cover all elementary schools under the NRHM scheme for
regular health check up and provision of vit. A, iron and de-worming tablets to the needy
children.

For each kitchen shed-cum-store, a chimney may be constructed for release of smoke.
Shelves may be prepared for storage of food grains and fire wood inside the kitchen shed-
cum-store using the maintenance grant. In case of schools having more than 100 children,
additional grant may be given for construction of 01/ 02 more pucca kitchen shed-cum-

stores depending upon the enrollment strength of the school.

Schools having inadequate cooking utensils may be given some grant to procure the required

cooking utensils.

The supervision and monitoring system needs to be strengthened with documentation of
feedback data received by the supervisory and monitoring officers in prescribed formats.
The CRCCs be engaged as the Cluster Nodal Officer for MDM with a responsibility to

supervise and moniter the MDM activities at schools.

Each school may be provided with a digital weighing machine for utilizing it to weigh the
food grains/vegetables to be used for cooking and also to take weight measurement of the

children to assess their nutritional status.
Each school may be given a separate grant to purchase steel-made storage bins to keep the
food grains in safe custody. This may be released depending upon the enrollment strength of

school.

Each school may be given a separate grant for purchasing eating utensils like steel-made

tray and glass for the students as per the enrollment strength of school.

KENDRAPARA DISTRICT

Introduction:

Kendrapara District is located in the costal region of ODISHA State. It has 2262
number of schools covered under SSA. The District office concerned with MDM scheme is
located at Kendrapara town. In order to implement MDM activities, District as well as Block
level officials have been engaged. Besides, the teachers, SMC members and PRI members are
also allowed to supervise the MDM scheme at school level. As per the MDM guidelines, rice
is provided to the SHG/SMC who prepares and provides MDM purchasing dal, egg,
mealmakers, vegetables and fuel. Each school is to get the cooking cost in advance every
month and produce the expenditure statement along with vouchers to the Block office every

month for release of the expenditure amount.

Procedure and criteria adopted for selection of sample schools:

As per the MoU and ToR, 40 schools have been identified in discussion with the DPO
staffs of Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan of the District on 22-11-11 for monitoring of MDM activities
at school level. The guidelines mentioned in the ToR have been followed for school selection.
The 40 schools include 8 urban schools and 32 rural schools. The school wise details of
criteria basing upon which the sample schools have been identified have been reflected in the
DPO’s letter no. 3920 dtd: 22-11-2011 placed at page 78. Out of the 40 sample schools, 18
are primary schools (PS) and the rest upper primary schools (UPS). Each of the 40 sample
schools has been visited by 01 of the members of the monitoring team who has spent 01 full
day at the school to collect the MDM related data as per the format prescribed by the MHRD,
Gol. The Nodal Officer has also visited one-third of the 40 sample schools as per the ToR.
The data have been obtained by interacting with children, teachers, cook, helper,
SHG/SMC/NGO providing MDM at school point and by observing the process of MDM
preparation, storage and distribution. The data then have been cross-checked, cleaned and

tabulated for analysis in respect of different aspects of the MDM scheme.

REGULARITY IN SERVING MEAL : Students, Teachers & Parents

Whether the school is serving hot cooked meal
daily? If there was interruption, what was the
extent and reasons for the same?

The MI has visited 40 schools and has found that hot cooked meal is served in every
school in regular working schedule. However, there has been interruption of MDM service
in 17 schools since 01.0911 (for school wise details, see Table 1.1 at page 59). In Bhanagaon
UGUPS, MDM was stopped for 01 day on 5.9.11 because on that day the MDM
Management responsibility was handed over by the SMC to the SHG. In Indupur PS, MDM
service has been stopped for 03 days due to rainfall on 03.09.11 and 05.11.11 and due to
flood on 06.11.11. In case of Chasakhanda PS, rice shortage is also noticed to be the cause of
06 days of MDM interruption from 24.11.11 to 30.11.11. In another school, named
Jagannath UPS, there has been even 25 days of MDM interruption during working days from
01.10.11 to 16.11.11 owing to lack of cooking cost. In Ichhapur PS, MDM has been stopped
for 03 months from 01.09.11 to 03.12.11 and the cause for the said interruption is dispute
among the SHG members. In Marshaghai UPS, there has been 07 days of MDM
interruption, that is 06 days from 12.0911 to 17.09.11 due to flood and 01 day on 20.10.11
for local function. In Dhumat PS, MDM was not served for 02 days on 21.09.11 and
26.09.11 due to rain fall. In case of Maa Mangala UPS, there has been 09 days of MDM
interruption from 01.09.11 to 11.09.11 because of non-functioning of SMC and SHG. In
S.K. Urdu PS, MDM provision was stopped for 02 days on 25.10.11 and 05.09.11 owing to
iliness of Cook. There is another school named, West Shyam Sundar PUGUPS, where
disruption of MDM service is noticed for 13 days that include 01 day on 03.09.11 due to
illness of Cook and 12 days from 01.11.1 to 4-11-11, 08.11.11 to 12.11.11 and from
15.11.11 to 16.11.11 for lack of fund to procure fuel. In Angulai UGUPS because of non-
availability of cooking cost, MDM service has been stoped for 07 days that is 03 days from
01.12.11t03.12.11 and on 05.12.11, 07.12.11, 09.12.11 and 12.12.11. In case of Patamundai
Urdu PS, MDM provision has been interrupted for 03 days on 20.10.11 for rice non-
availability and on 09.09.11 and 14.09.11 for rain fall.
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There are 09 days f MDM interruption in Badamula Basanta PS on 20.11.11, 21.11.11 and
from 24.11.11 to 30.11.11 owing to lack of rice. The same case of rice non-availability is
also noticed to be the factor for MDM interruption in Darabachha UGUPS for 10 days from
14.09.11 to 17.09.11 and from 19.09.11 to 24.09.11. In case of Tunupur PS, there has been
12 days MDM disruption from 01.09.11 to 14.09.11 because of dispute among SMC and
SHG. In Silipur PS, discontinuity of MDM service is recorded for 03 days from 13.09.11 to
15.09.11 because of flood. The above evidences reveal that lack of availability of rice and
lack of cooking cost are two major reasons of non-provision of MDM at schools. Hence the
State is to take adequate measures to regularly and timely provide rice as well as cooking

cost advance to the schools.

Generally, many children do not get MDM because they do not come to schools. In case of
some schools where some children although come to schools, do not take MDM. They rather
go to home to take home made food. In the 40 sample schools, 5442 children have been
enrolled and for the same strength of children, rice is supplied. On the day of MI’s visit,
4239 children (77.9%) have attended the school, but 4020 (73.9%) children have actually
taken MDM although 4070 (74.8%) children had availed MDM as per MDM register (For
school wide details, see Table 2.1 at page 60). Among these 40 sample schools, Subhadrapur
JB school is the only school where MDM register was not available on the visit day. Hence,
information on MDM status of children availed as per MDM register and also of the
previous day of MI’s visit day could not be available (Table 2.1 at page 60). Some of the
reasons for which MDM is not taken by children are mentioned below:




e MDM food items are not tasty.

e Muslim children prefer ‘dastar khana’ which means a piece of cloth or a wooden
surface over which they can keep their rice plate. In the school due to absence of
these facilities, they either prefer to go to their home along with MDM or do not
consume the MDM at school.

e Because of illness, at times, children do not consume MDM.

e Generally, on Saturday some Hindu children do not take eggs owing to religious
faiths. If eggless curry is provided to them then they consume rice otherwise do not
take MDM.

e In many schools, students are not accustomed to eat soyabin curry. Hence, on
soyabin curry day, they are not preferring MDM. They go home to take food during
recess.

e Children have not brought eating utensil (plate) and the schools have no utensil to
provide them.

e In many schools due to shortage of proper space, MDM is being served to children
batch wise which in fact is causing inconvenience both to the chidden and the staff.
As a result, the children with an apprehension of recess time over or getting late, they

either go to their home or do not take MDM.

However, reasons are to be found out to know why some children are not attending
the school. The DPO should physically verify the actual enrolment status of the children.
Some of the enrolled children have been found, from the Students Attendance Register, to be
either long absentees or not coming to school at all since 01.09.11. These may include fake-
enrolment or children enrolled in more than one school. Further, a detailed examination of
the actually enrolled children, Cluster or Block-wise, should be found out which may reduce
the percentage of enrolled children not taking MDM because they do not come to school

regularly.

The change of diet policy from “same diets everyday” (bhata and dalma) to
“varied diets every day” has been appreciated by children but has yielded results in
barrowing down the percentage gap between the percentage of children attending school and
the percentage of children actually availing MDM. The gap between the percentage of
children availed MDM as per the MDM register and the percentage of children actually
availed MDM is only 0.9 per cent. In 29 schools during the prayer class (at 10 AM), the
students are being asked by teachers/Student Food Minister to raise hands for opting to eat

MDM on the day and accordingly the MDM food is cooked for only the willing students.
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It is found that the number of children availed MDM as per the MDM register is same as the
actual number of children taken MDM (Table2.1). Consequently, no amount of cooked
MDM item has been found to be unconsumed / waste in these schools. In rest of the 11
schools, this practice is not followed and hence MDM mismanagement has been noticed. For
instance, in Narayani UPS, on the day of MI’s visit (03-12-1), 161 children (55 Primary &
106 UP) had come to school. The SHG in charge of providing MDM had stated that MDM
had been cooked for 161 children which required 21Kg. 400gm. rice and 161 eggs as per the
State’s MDM guidelines. But on verification, the SHG admitted that 16 Kg. rice and 120
eggs had been cooked. Thus extra 5Kg. 400gm. rice and 41eggs had been shown as utilized
in the MDM register. Since 114 children (48 P & 66 UP) had consumed MDM, the rice and
egg required for cooking as per the MDM norm was 14 Kg.700gm. and 114 eggs
respectively. Thus in reality 1 Kg.300gm. rice and 06 eggs had been cooked in excess. In
Maa Mangala UPS, 84 children (31 P & 53 UP) had come on 12-12-11 when MI had visited
the school. The SMC had cooked MDM for all 84 children as per the MDM norm but only
56 children took MDM. Thus excess amount of rice and dal for 28 children (8P & 20 UP)
was cooked and remained unconsumed and was taken by the Cook and the Helper. In
Patamundai Girls PS on 13-12-2011, the day of MI’s visit, the SMC arranged cooking of
MDM for all 128 children who had come to the school but it took 10 kg of rice for cooking
instead of 12.8 Kg. But excess utilization of 2.8 Kg. of rice was shown is the MDM register.
Further only 88 children took MDM which means 8.8 Kg. of rice was required to be cooked
but extra 1.2 Kg. of rice was cooked. This surplus amount of rice was taken by the Cook and

the Helper. All these evidences necessitate an exhaustive monitoring of MDM at school

point.

Out of the 40 sample schools, 33 schools have received rice regularly since 1-9-11
(For school wise details, see Table 3.1 at page 61). In case of 07 schools, the reasons of
delay are found to be; official delay, stock shortage and SHG dispute. Extent of delay in rice
foodgrains is normally found to be from 07 days to 03 months. Dal, vegetable, mealmaker

and egg are procured from local markets.

(i)  Is buffer stock of one-month’s requirement is School level registers, MDM

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There is a buffer stock of one month’s requirement of rice in 29 out of the 40 sample
schools (For school wise details see, Table 3.1). Thus 11 schools had no buffer stock of rice.
Owing to this, MDM was stopped for lack of rice for 6 days in Chasakhanda PS. Block

office is not effective in ensuring regular provision buffer stock of rice to all schools.

(iii) Is the quantity of food grains supplied as per the marked / indicated weight?

In 29 out of 40 sample schools, rice has been supplied less than the marked weight
of the bag (50kg). The schools report that rice has been received less up to an amount of 2 to
6 kg. per 50 kg. bag (for school wise details see Table 3.1). The Block / District officers have

not taken appropriate measures to address this problem.

(iv) Is the food grains delivered | School level registers, MDM Registers, Head
at the school?

Rice has been delivered at school point in 39 out of 40 sample schools. In case of
Badabaranga PS, rice is delivered at SHG house because the school lacks a kitchen-cum-
store (For school wise details, see Table 3.1 at page 61 ).

(v) Is the quality of food grain good?

In all 36 sample schools, the rice received has been of good quality. In case of 03
schools, the rice gives bad food smell and in 01 school, the rice has stones (For school wise
details, see Table 3.2 at page 62 ).

REGULARITY IN DELIVERING COOKING COST School level registers,
TO SCHOOL LEVEL: MDM Registers, Head
Teacher, School level
MDM functionaries.

(i) Is school receiving cooking cost in advance
regularly? If there is delay in delivering cooking
cost what is the extent of delay and reasons for it?

Not a single out of the 40 sample schools has received the cooking cost in advance
regularly. The extent of delay of receiving cooking cost has ranged from 1 week to 2 months.
The main reasons of delay are noticed to be : (1) official delay in releasing the advance even
after receiving the utilization certificate from some schools and (2) availability of the

revolving fund (see Table 4.1 at page 63 for school wise details.).

(i1) In case of delay, how schools manage to School  level  registers, MDM
ensure that there is no disruption in the Registers, Head Teacher, School level
feeding programme? MDM functionaries.

In case of delay, the cooking cost is managed from SMC President’s own fund, SHG
fund, HM’s own fund or revolving fund given by the Government. (For school wise details,
see Table 4.1 at page 63). The SMC, HM or SHG face a lot of difficulties in arranging

cooking cost especially when the cooking cost advance is delayed for several months.
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(iii) Is cooking cost paid by Cash or School  level  registers, MDM
through banking channel? Registers, Head Teacher, School level
MDM functionaries.

The cooking cost has been received only through E-transfer in all schools. (For

school wise details, see Table 4.1).

SOCIAL EQUITY: Observations

Did you observe any gender or caste or community
discrimination in cooking or serving or seating
arrangements?

In all sample 40 schools, the MI has not noticed any discrimination in cooking,
serving and sitting arrangement for MDM based upon gender, caste or community (For

school wise details, see Table 5.1 at page 64 ).

23 out of the 40 sample schools have displayed their weekly menu at a visible
place. This menu has been prepared by the State Government and strictly followed by 39
sample schools where MDM is prepared everyday as per the given weekly menu. In case of

Ichhapur PS, MDM is not cooked because of SHG dispute.(For school wise details, see 6.1

at page 65).

Except Ichhapur PS, in rest 39 sample schools, different food items are provided to
children daily. The food items have been decided by the State Government keeping in view

the nutritional requirement of the children. In Ichhapur PS, MDM is not coked due to SHG

dispute.

The daily menu in all 39 sample schools includes rice and vegetables every day. Dal
is a part of daily menu on specified days in all of these schools. Wheat is not given at all (For

school wise details, see Table 6.1). In 39 sample schools, egg is served twice a week.

QUALITY & QUANTITY OF MEAL.: Observations of Investigation
Feedback from children on during MDM service
(@) Quality of meal:
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In 39 out of 40 sample schools, children have appreciated the quality of rice and in
37 schools, children have appreciated the quality of curry and dal (For school wise details,
see Table 7.1 at page 66). In S.K.Urdu PS and Patamundai Girls PS, children do not like to

eat soyabin curry.

(b) Quantity of meal: Observations  of Investigation
during MDM service

In 37 out of 40 sample schools, children have appreciated the quantity of rice and in
39 schools, they have appreciated the quantity of dal / curry served to them (For school wise
status see Table 7.1). In Bhanagaon UGUPS and Mahipal UPS, children have complained
that less quantity of rice is being served to them.

c) {If children were not happy Please give Observations  of  Investigation
reasons and suggestions to improve.} during MDM service

In only 01 school (Ichhapur PS), the MDM service has been discontinued for SHG
dispute. The children of 02 schools have expressed unhappiness over the less quantity of rice
served to them (For school wise details, see Table 7.1). Also, children of 02 schools were

found to be not happy with the soyabin curry.

SUPPLEMENTARY:: Teachers, Students, School Record
(i) Isthere school Health Card maintained for
each child?

In 26 out of the 40 sample schools, health card have been issued to children (For
school wise details, see Table 8.1 at page 67). Among them health cards of 03 sample
schools, bear height and weight status whereas in other 23 schools, health cards are seen
with names of the children only. Hence, not a single school has maintained the health card
properly along with the health status of the child. This has occurred despite the fact that in

some schools, health check up programme has been conducted.

(i) No. of times health check up of children done since 1-4-2011.

Health check up camp has been organized for children of 26 schools since
1.04.201. Among them, it has been done only for 01 time in 19 schools, 02 times in 06
schools and 03 times in 01 school. The rest 14 schools are get the health check up benefit
(For details, see Tables 8.1 at page 67).

(iii) Whether children are given micronutrients (Iron, folic acid, | Teachers, Students,
vitamin — A dosage) and de-worming medicine periodically?

In no sample schools, iron tablets have been given periodically (Table 8.1, page
67). In none of the schools, Vit A tablets have been given. There are only 16 schools where
deworming tablets have been given since 1-04-11 but only for once and hence not given

periodically with 06 months gap.
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(iv) Who administers these medicines and at Teachers, Students, School Record
what frequency?

In many schools where health check up programmes had been organized, medicines

had been given to children but such medicines were given once or twice and not as per need.

(v) No. of times these medicines have been given since 1-4-2011.

In 16 schools and 04 schools, deworming tables and iron tablets had been

administered respectively for once/twice since 1-4-11 (See Table 8.1)

Out of the 40 sample schools, Cook and Helper have been engaged by SHG in 15
schools and in 24 schools by SMC (For school wise details, see Table 9.1 at page 68). In
case of 01 school (Ichhapur PS), Cook and Helper are not appointed because of the

interruption of MDM service (For school wise details, see at Table 9.1 at page 68 )

(ii) Is the number of Cooks and Helpers | Observations and discussion with children
engaged as per Govt. of India norms? teachers, parents, VEC members, Gram
Panchayat members and cooks.

As per the Government of India norms (vide, Lr. F. No. 5-1 / 2010-MDM-2-1 Govt.
of India, MHRD, Department of school and Mass Education and Literacy, MDM Division
Dt: 30-04-2010), 01 Cook-cum-Helper shall be engaged to a school up to 25 students. 02
Cook-cum-Helpers for schools having 26 t0 100 students. And 01 additional Cook-cum-
Helper is to be engaged for every addition of 100 students.

This norm is not followed in Odisha. On the other hand, irrespective of the student
strength, a school has 01 Cook and 01 Helper (For school wise details, see Table 9.1 at page
68). However, Cooks have been engaged in all 39 sample schools except Ischhapur PS
whereas, Helpers are working in 29 schools. In 15 schools Cooks and Helpers are appointed
by SHG whereas in the rest 24 schools they are appointed by SMC. There are only 02
schools which have Cooks and Helpers as per the Gol norm (For school wise details, see
Table 9.1).

(‘1 )What is remuneration paid to Observations and discussion with children
cooks/helpers? teachers, parents, VEC members, Gram
Panchayat members and cooks.

The Cook is paid Rs.600/- per month and the Helper is paid Rs.400/- per month in all
sample schools. (For school wise details, see Table 9.1). As per the State Govt’s
commitment in the 2011 PAB meeting, the Cook/Helper is to get Rs 1000/- per month but
this has not been implemented so far. The State Govt. has recently taken a decision to

implement this norm.
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(iv) Are the remuneration paid to Observations and discussion with children
cooks/helpers regularly? teachers, parents, VEC members, Gram
Panchayat members and cooks.

In all 39 sample schools, the Cooks and Helpers are not getting their remuneration
regularly. In case of 01 school (Ichhapur School), MDM is not found to be functional and
there has been no appointment of Cook and Helper. In all 39 schools, the remuneration status
could not be known from the passbook (For school wide details, see Table 9.1). It goes
against the current MDM rules of the State which says that the Cook and Helper will get

their remuneration every month regularly that too within the 1% week.

Panchayat members and cooks.

In 31 out of the sample 39 schools, the Cooks belong to SC/ ST/ OBC/ Minority
Community. In 23 out of the 29 schools having Helper, the Helper belongs to
SC/ST/OBC/Minority Community (For school wise details, see Table 9.1). Thus
employment facility is given to the backward communities on priority.

14 out of the 40 sample schools have not got the sanction of pucca kitchen shed. In
02 schools, the pucca kitchen shed-cum-store, which has been constructed, is in use for both
cooking and storing. In 16 schools, it is constructed but not in use for cooking. In 17 schools
it is constructed but is not used for storing. In 01 school, the pucca kitchen-cum store is
under construction whereas in 01 school it is sanctioned but the construction work has not

yet been started (For school wise details, see Table 10.1 at page 69).

2. Construction grant received under which scheme?

All the schools who have got the sanction for constructing the kitchen-cum-store

have got it under the MDM or SSA schemes (For school wise details, see Table 10.1).

3. Reason for not using the constructed kitchen-cum-store for cooking and storing
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The constructed kitchen-cum-store is not used for cooking because of space shortage
(06 schools); smoke/ventilation problem (5 schools); no provision for hearth (01 schools),
assumption of getting dirty (03 schools) and not suitable for hearth based cooking (01
school). Further, the same is not used for storing because of apprehension of theft (07
schools), space shortage (07 schools), fear of rat (01 school), water soaking (01 school) and

other reason (01 school) . (For school wise details, see Table 10.1).

There are 32 out of the 40 sample schools where pucca kitchen is not used for
cooking MDM. Out of these, in 03 schools, MDM is cooked in school verandah. In case of
23 schools, it is cooked in an asbestos/tin/tile roofed house. In 02 schools, MDM is cooked
in open space. In 01 school it is cooked at Cook’s house. In case of 01 school, it is cooked
under a shed of polythin. In 02 schools MDM is cooked in a separate pucca house.

There are 33 schools where MDM is not stored in a pucca kitchen-cum-store. In
32 schools, food grains are stored in HM’s room / classroom / MCS room/store room/office
room/CRC room. Whereas in 01 school, food grains are stoed at SHG’s own house (For

school wise details, see Table 10.2 at page 70).

In 37 sample schools, potable water is available for cooking and drinking purpose
(For school wise details, see Table 10.2) .Chasakhanda PS, Kakat Mangala UPS and Baa
Baranga PS do not have potable water facility at school. They bring water from water

sources located outside the school.

In 22 out of 40 schools, adequate utensils are available for cooking MDM (For
school wise details, see Table 10.2). In rest 18 schools, cooking and storing utensils are not

adequate. They have not got any grant to purchase them.

14.

What is the kind of fuel used? (Gas Observation
based/firewood etc.)
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In 29 sample schools, firewood is used as fuel. In 01 school, cooking gas is used as
fuel. In 05 schools, coal is used as fuel. In case of 04 schools, both cow dung cake and
firewood are used as fuel. In 01 school both coal and fire wood is use as fuel. (For school
wise details, see Table 10.2). In schools where kitchens have been constructed, the kitchen
has a slab suitable for gas chullah based cooking. But the schools have not been provided
with gas chullah. In turn, the slab reduces the space available for hearth based cooking. This
compels some schools to cook outside of the kitchen.

SAFETY & HYGIENE: Observation

In all 38 sample schools, clean and safe environment exists (For school wise
details, see Table 11.1 at page 71). Every day the school campus and classrooms are cleaned
by the students before the children go for a prayer.

In 33 out of 40 sample schools, children are encouraged by the teachers to wash
hands using soap and water both before and after eating MDM. (For school wise details, see

In 03 of the 40 sample schools, the community has opined that the quantity of MDM

In 02 of the 40 sample schools, the community has opined that the quantity of MDM

per child at upper primary level is poor (For school wise details, see Table 12.2 at page 73 ).

(c) Overall impression of MDM programme.

In none of the 40 schools, the overall impression of community on MDM is average

In 39 out of 40 sample schools, parents, teachers and students have opined that
MDM has improved students’ enrollment and attendance. In 37 schools they have opined
that MDM has improved general health of children. In 36 schools they have opined that
MDM has improved nutritional status of children (For school wise details, see Table 14.1 at
page 75).
19. | OTHER OBSERVATIQOS, IF ANY:
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(i)

As per the MDM guidelines, under no circumstances, Head Teacher/teacher is to be
involved in procurement and /or management of MDM at school. This is followed in
all except a few schools, especially where SMC is in charge of managing the MDM,
the Head Teacher gets involved in procurement of MDMs and there is no supervision
process to stop such incidences. On 2-12-11, the MI had visited the Chasakhanda PS
and had noticed that the school Head Teacher regularly procures grocery items and
vegetables from the market and the SMC who has taken the responsibility of doing
this does not do it in the plea of llack of time. In Gobari UPS, the Head Teacher also

regularly procures vegetables and grocery from the market for the MDM.

None of the 40 sample schools has a record of malnutrition status of the children. The
State has not adopted this process. MI’s study at Kakat Mangala UPS reveals that out
of the 25 Class-VII children attended the school on 2-12-11, only 04 children had a
normal health whereas the rest 21 children were malnourished; 03 children were
severely malnourished; 11 were moderately malnourished; and 11 children were
mildly malnourished. This indicates that provision of MDM without regular feeding of
the micronutrients and deworming tablets would not save the children from
malnutrition.

The Nodal Officer during his visit to Udaynagar PS had observed that the school had
received 01 bag of rice which had insects. Although, the school had noticed it, the rice

had not been returned.
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Major lIssues:

Issue of non-provision of MDM on working days.

» Limited only to 17 out of 40 sample schools.

> Reasons are rice shortage (3 schools), fuel shortage, lack of cooking cost, rainfall, flood
etc.

Issue of large number (22%) of the enrolled children not coming to school and hence

unable to take MDM.

» Many children are either long absentees or have not at all come to school since 1-4-11.

» The reason may be fake enrollment or enrollment in more than one school.

Issues of children (4 %) denying to take MDM although have attended the school.

» The quantum of such children has been found only in 08 out of the 40 sample schools.

» The reasons are many: (1) children going to home to take food; (2) children not eating
owing to lack of utensils; (3) children eating home-made tiffin or snacks purchased from

market; and (4) MDM food items are not tasty.

Less amount of rice cooked than what was required.

Excess amount of rice and dal were cooked and shown in MDM register and taken away
by Cook and Helper.

Issue of not releasing cooking cost in advance regularly.

» No school has got the cooking cost in advance every month regularly.

» The reasons are: (1) delayed or no submission of vouchers and expenditure statement by
SHG/SMC to the Block office, and (2) delay by the Block Officers to release the cooking
cost in advance every month.

Issue of engaging Head Teachers in managing MDM

The Head Teachers in some schools are compelled under the following circumstances

to procure and manage MDM.

» BDO/DI of schools verbally instructs the Head Teachers during meetings not to stop
provision of MDM at any cost. Written letter in this regard is not circulated. Thus tacitly
the MDM rule 6 is violated by the authorities who are supposed to protect it.

» SMC members take plea that they do not have time to manage MDM but urge that
children should get MDM everyday and request the Head Teachers to manage MDM.

> In the event of delay in payment of advance cooking cost, some SHGs are not willing to

manage MDM utilizing their own fund.

Less and irregular payment of remuneration to Cook and Helper.
2. Cooks and Helpers of all schools are paid much less than the Government of India norm

and are not regularly paid every month.

Issue of no health check up and no provision of Vit A, iron tablets and de-worming
tablets.
3. Health check up has been done in a very limited schools. Vit. A, iron tablets and de-

worming tablets are not given to childrenas per requirement.

Issue of no use of pucca kitchen shed-cum-store.

4. There are several schools where pucca kitchen shed-cum-store has been constructed under
the MDM scheme but in most of them, it is not used either for cooking or for storing or for
both purposes. The reasons are varied from school to school but the main three of them are

space shortage, fear of theft and smoke problem.

Issue of inadequate availability of cooking utensils.
5. Half of the sample schools face difficulty in cooking and serving MDM due to inadequate

availability of cooking utensils.

Issue of lack of supervision and monitoring of MDM

6. The management of MDM is not properly monitored and supervised by the concerned
officers at all levels and this has yielded gross mismanagement of MDM. Food grains are
supplied less than the weighted amount. Food grains are not timely supplied. MDM s
cooked for children who do not eat it. The constructed pucca kitchen shed-cum-store is not
utilized for cooking and storing. Cook and Helper do not receive their remuneration

regularly every month. Cooking cost advance is not released to school regularly every month.

Issue of lack of proper weighing system for measuring the weight of food grains and

vegetables and the weight of children.

7. In none of the 40 sample schools, weight of children is measured to know their nutritional
status. Similarly, the weight of food grains and vegetables is not accurately measured. It is

roughly assessed.
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Suggestions:

1. Rice stock availability at school be recorded every month and accordingly the required

amount of rice be supplied with only 01 month of buffer stock.

2. Physical verification of the enrolled children at every school be made and the cases of

fake/multiple enrollment be identified and quashed out.

3. Eating utensils be made available at each school. MDM food items be made more tasty with
provision of more quantum of dal and vegetables per child per day. School gate may be
closed during recess hours and children be motivated to eat MDM together with other
children. Neat and clean dinning space be provided so that the children will like to eat in a
safe place throughout the year. Each school be provided with a pucca dinning hall having
vitrified tiled floor, sitting space as per enrollment strength, safe drinking water facility
and facility for washing utensils and hands with soap and water.

4. Each school be instructed to identify, at morning prayer class every day, the children who
would opt for taking MDM and MDM be cooked only for them.

5. The Head Teachers, SHGs and SMCs may be given onsite support relating to timely
submission of vouchers and expenditure statement to the Block Office. Adequate
suppoting staff may be provided to facilitate the Block office in releasing the advance
cooking cost regularly by the 1% week of every month.

6. The government officers like BDO/DI/SI of schools may be made accountable for giving any
verbal instruction to the Head Teachers not to stop provision of MDM at any cost and thus
compelling them to manage MDM.

7. Head Teachers and teachers may be asked not to purchase MDM items.

8. No Head Teacher/ teacher be made accountable for any kind of discrepancy or stoppage in the

management or procurement of MDM.
9. The roles of SMC, SHG and teachers relating to MDM management be displayed in flex

board in a visible place in school for generating awareness as well as transparency of
MDM rules.
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10. Each Cook/ Helper be posted as Cook-cum-Helper and be paid Rs.1000/- per month as
remuneration. The Govt. of India norm relating to posting of the number of Cook-cum-

Helper as per the student strength of school be adopted soon.

11. The State should take steps to cover all elementary schools under the NRHM scheme for

regular health check up and provision of vit. A, iron and de-worming tablets to children.

12. For each kitchen shed-cum-store, a chimney may be constructed for release of smoke. Shelves
may be prepared for storage of food grains and fire wood inside the kitchen shed-cum-
store using the maintenance grant. In case of schools having more than 100 children,
additional grant may be given for construction of 01/ 02 more pucca kitchen shed-cum-
stores depending upon the enrollment strength of the school.

13. Schools having inadequate cooking utensils may be given some grant to procure the required

cooking utensils.

14. The supervision and monitoring system needs to be strengthened with documentation of

feedback data received by the supervisory and monitoring officers in prescribed formats.

15. Each school may be provided with a digital weighing machine for utilizing it to weigh the
food grains/vegetables to be used for cooking and also to take weight measurement of the

children to assess their nutritional status.
16. Each school may be given a separate grant to purchase steel-made storage bins to keep the
food grains in safe custody. This may be released depending upon the enrollment strength

of school.

17. Each school may be given a separate grant for purchasing eating utensils like steel-made tray

and glass for the students as per the enrollment strength of school.

Introduction:

Balasore District is located in the northern region of ODISHA State. It has 3112
number of schools covered under SSA. The District office concerned with MDM scheme is
located at Balasore town. In order to implement MDM activities, District as well as Block
level officials have been engaged. Besides, the teachers, SMC members and PRI members are
also allowed to supervise the MDM scheme at school level. As per the MDM guidelines, rice
is provided to the SHG/SMC who prepares and provides MDM purchasing dal, egg,
mealmakers, vegetables and fuel. Each school is to get the cooking cost in advance every
month and produce the expenditure statement along with vouchers to the Block office every

month for release of the expenditure amount.

Procedure and criteria adopted for selection of sample schools:

As per the MoU and ToR, 40 schools have been identified in discussion with the DPO
staffs of Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan of the District on 25-7-11 for monitoring of MDM activities
at school level. The guidelines mentioned in the ToR have been followed for school selection.
The 40 schools include 8 urban schools and 32 rural schools. The school wise details of
criteria basing upon which the sample schools have been identified have been reflected in the
DPO’s letter no. 840 (13) dtd. 23-3-12 placed at page 114. Out of the 40 sample schools, 17
are primary schools (PS) and the rest upper primary schools (UPS). Each of the 40 sample
schools has been visited by 01 of the members of the monitoring team who has spent 01 full
day at the school to collect the MDM related data as per the format prescribed by the MHRD,
Gol. The Nodal Officer has also visited one-third of the 40 sample schools as per the ToR.
The data have been obtained by interacting with children, teachers, cook, helper,
SHG/SMC/NGO providing MDM at school point and by observing the process of MDM
preparation, storage and distribution. The data then have been cross-checked, cleaned and
tabulated for analysis in respect of different aspects of the MDM scheme.

The MI has visited 40 schools and has found that hot cooked meal is served in every school.
L In 05 of these schools since 1-9-11 provision of MDM has been stopped for some days (for school
wise details, see Table 1.1 at page 97 ). The reasons for interruption of MDM provision are: (1) lack
of rice, (2) shortage of fund, (3) presence of High School students to appear exam, and (4) less or nil
attendance after annual Examination (For school wise details, see Table 1.1).

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Many children do not get MDM because they do not come to schools. In some schools,
some children who have come to schools also do not take MDM. They go to home to take home
made food. In the 40 sample schools, 8988 children have been enrolled and for 8658 children
rice is supplied. On the day of MI’s visit, 4307 children (47.22%) have attended the school, but
4013 (44.65 %) children have taken MDM (For school wise details, see Table 2.1 at page 98).
The main reasons for which children do not come to school need to be explored. The DPO
should physically verify the actually enrolled children. Some of the enrolled children have been
found, from the Students’ Attendance Register, to be either long absentees or not coming to
school at all since 1-4-11. These may include fake-enrolled children or children enrolled in more
than one school. A detailed examination of the actually enrolled children, Cluster or Block-wise,
may reduce the percentage of enrolled children not taking MDM because they do not come to
school. This correction will reduce the gap between the sanction of rice and lifting of rice at
District level and save misappropriation of rice at school level. Further, a number of children had

not come to schools owing to holiday mood after the Annual Examination.




The change of diet policy from “same diets everyday” (Bhata and dalma) to
“varied, diets every day” has been appreciated by children and parents and has yielded
results in narrowing down the percentage gap between the percentage of children attending
school and the percentage of children actually availing MDM. The gap has reduced to only
3.27 per cent. Further, the gap between the percentage of children availed MDM as per the
MDM register and the percentage of children actually availed MDM has also become only
1.68 per cent and there is a valid reason behind it. In 30 (75 %) out of the 40 sample schools
(See Table 2.1 at page 98 for school wise details), in prayer class (at 10 AM) the students are
being asked by teachers/ Student Food Minister to raise hands for opting to take MDM on
the day and accordingly the MDM food is cooked for only the willing students. Therefore, in
these 30 schools, the number of children availed MDM as per the MDM register is same or
slightly more or less than the actual number of children taken MDM. Consequently, no
amount of cooked MDM item, has been found to be unconsumed / waste in these 30 schools.
In the other schools, this process is not being practiced, MDM food items are
cooked for all those children present in the school as per the attendance register. No body
(SMC/SHG/teacher/school cabinet) asks the children whether for any reason any of them is
not interested to take MDM on the day. It is presumed that every body is to consume MDM.
Consequently, some of the children, although have attended the school, have been noticed
not to eat the MDM food items. The reasons have been found as:
e Children go to home to take food (e.g. Chandrakant Ghosh, Class V, Patharpura PS
on 26-3-12).
e Don’t like to eat dalma (e.g. Padmini Sen, Monalisa Sen, Chandan Das, Class V,
Bateswar NUPS on 27-3-12).
e Children have not brought eating utensil and the schools have no utensils to provide
them (e.g. Sheikh Umid, Class Il, Patharpura PS on 26-3-12).

REGULARITY IN DELIVERING FOOD GRAINS School level registers, MDM

Out of the 40 sample schools, 38 schools have received rice regularly since 1-9-11. In
Khantapada PS, rice has been received in 15 days delay (For school wise details, see Table 3.1 at
page 99). Dal, vegetable, mealmaker and eggs are procured from local markets. The delay in supply
of rice has been made due to official reasons which need to be further explored. In ITI UGUP School,
MDM is not served at all because the SMC is not interested to take up this responsibility as the

teachers think that MDM provision hampers the teaching environment.
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ii.  Is buffer stock of one-month’s School level registers, MDM
requirement is maintained? Registers, Head Teacher, School level

There is a buffer stock of one month’s requirement of rice in 29 out of the 40 sample
schools (For school wise details see, Table 3.1). The Block officials have adopted no
mechanism to monitor the quantum of availability of buffer stock of rice. Rice is provided

when it is demanded by the school.

iii. Is the quantity of food grains supplied as per the marked / indicated weight?

In 28 out of 40 schools, rice has been supplied less than the marked weight of the
bag (i.e. 50kg). Rice has been received less up to 1 to 8 kg. per 50 kg. bag (for school wise
details see Table 3.1) The Block/ District Officers have not taken appropriate measures to
address this problem. However at school point, the Head Teacher or the SHG who receives
the rice is compelled to sign on the receipt to have received 50 Kg. of rice per 50 Kg. bag.

This compels the schools to adjust the less amount of rice received by manipulation.

iv. Is the food grains delivered at the school? | School level registers, MDM
Reqgisters, Head Teacher, School level

Rice is delivered at schools in 36 out of 40 sample schools. In 03 schools, rice is not
delivered at school because the SHG receives it at its own house (For school wise details, see
Table 3.1). The SHG of Bateswar NUPS says that the school lacks kitchen-cum-store and
hence they keep rice at their SHG house. Same is the cause for Chandipur Nodal UPS. The
Badakhunta UGUPS has a kitchen-cum-store but owing to deficit of space, the SHG keeps
rice at the SHG house.

v. Is the quality of food grain good?

In 37 out of 40 sample schools, the rice received has been of good quality. In 01

school, stones have been found in rice (For school wise details, see Table 3.2 at page 100).

REGULARITY IN DELIVERING COOKING COST School level registers,
TO SCHOOL LEVEL: MDM Registers, Head

a) Isschool receiving cooking cost in advance
regularly? If there is delay in delivering cooking cost
what is the extent of delay and reasons for it?

None of the 40 sample schools has received the cooking cost in advance regularly.
The extent of delay of receiving cooking cost has ranged from 1 to 4 months. The main
reasons of such delay have been: (1) delay by Block office to release the cooking cost, (2)
delay in the submission of vouchers and expenditure statement by SMC/SHG to Block
Office and (3) incomplete utilization of revolving fund (See Table 4.1 at page 101 for

School-wise details). The strategy of releasing cooking cost advance needs improvement.

cii




The advance as per the MDM rules is to be released to the MDM account of the school in the
1% week of every month. This is not done. Further, to some schools, this advance is released
to their Bank account and a corresponding letter is not given to schools mentioning the

months for which the advance has been released.

b) In case of delay, how schools manage to School level registers, MDM
ensure that there is no disruption in the Registers, Head Teacher, School
feeding programme? level MDM functionaries.

In case of delay, the SHGs have utilized their own fund; the HMs have utilized
their own fund; and the SMC members have utilized their own fund (For school wise details,
see Table 4.1 at page 101). In case of Srikana Sevashram, the Head Teacher manages the
MDM and procures MDM materials and utilizes the SSA fund of school in case of delay in

receiving the cooking cost in advance.

c) Iscooking cost paid by Cash or through School level registers, MDM
banking channel? Registers, Head Teacher, School
level MDM functionaries.

The cooking cost has been received only by e-transfer through bank (for school wise
details, see Table 4.1).

SOCIAL EQUITY: Observations

Did you observe any gender or caste or community
discrimination in cooking or serving or seating
arrangements?

In none of the sample 40 schools, the MI has noticed any discrimination in cooking,
serving and sitting arrangement for MDM basing upon gender, caste or community (For
school wise details, see Table 5.1 at page 102). MDM for all children is cooked in 01 hearth
and by same cooking utensils. MDM is served to all children together. The children sit at

places as per their own choice.

VARIETY OF MENU: Observations and discussion

(i) Has the school displayed its weekly menu, with children teachers, parents,

and is it able to adhere to the menu VEC members, Gram
displayed? Panchayat members and cooks.

38 out of the 40 sample schools have displayed their weekly menu at a visible place.
The Srikana Sevashram had not displayed it at all. This menu has been prepared by the State
Government. However in 39 sample schools the MDM is prepared everyday as per the
weekly menu (for school wise details, see Table 6.1 at page 103). The MDM is not prepared
atall at ITI UGUPS.

(it)  Is there variety in the food served or is Observations and discussion with

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In 39 sample schools where MDM is served, different food items are provided to
children daily. The food items have been decided by the State Government keeping in view
the nutritional requirement of the children.

(iii) Does the daily menu include rice / wheat | Observations and discussion with

In all 39 sample schools, the daily menu includes rice and vegetables every day. Dal
is part of daily menu in all schools 02 days every week. Wheat is not given at all (For school

wise details, see Table 6.1).

QUALITY & QUANTITY OF MEAL: Observations of Investigation
Feedback from children on during MDM service
a.  Quality of meal:

In 37 out of 40 sample schools, children have appreciated the quality of rice and in
38 schools, children have appreciated the quality of curry and dal (For school wise details,
see Table 7.1 at page 104).

b.  Quantity of meal: Observations  of  Investigation
during MDM service

In 29 out of the 40 sample schools, children have appreciated the quantity of rice
and in 34 schools, they have appreciated the quantity of dal and curry served to them (For
school wise details, see Table 7.1). In 09 schools, children have said that rice is not
adequately served and in 04 schools, children have said that dal is not adequately served
(Table 7.1)

c. {If children were not happy Please give Observations  of  Investigation
reasons and suggestions to improve.} during MDM service

The children of Padmapur NUPS have expressed unhappiness over the quality of
rice mainly because the grains sometimes contain stones (For school wise details, see Table
7.1). The children of some schools have complained that the amount of rice / dal given to
them is less than what they require.

SUPPLEMENTARY: Teachers, Students, School Record

8. Is there school Health Card
maintained for each child?

In 10 out of the 40 sample schools, health card has been kept for the children (For
school wise details, see Table 8.1 at page 105). However, the health cards only in Ganipur
PS contain health related information. The health cards in the rest 09 schools do not have
health related data, rather contain either the name of the child or the name, weight and height

only. Health card maintenance is not taken as an important need for child’s overall growth.
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(ii) No. of times health check up of children done since 1-4-2011.

Health check up of children has been done in 15 schools since 1-4-2011 and it has
been done 12 times at Srikona Sevashram only, 03 times in 02 schools, 02 times in 03

schools and only once in 09 schools (for school wise details, see Table 8.1).

(iii) Whether children are given micronutrients (Iron, folic acid, | Teachers, Students,
vitamin — A dosage) and de-worming medicine periodically? School Record

In none of the 40 sample schools, iron tablets, Vitamin A tablets and de-worming
tablets have been given periodically (for school wise details, see Table 8.1 at page 105).
These medicines have been given in 12 schools but for once or twice in all these schools
except Srikona Sevashram. These medicines are not as per needs because at schools,
malnutrition status is not estimated and malnourished children are not identified. Medicines
are served to all children irrespective of their needs. In no schools, the outcome of these
medicines on malnutrition is recorded. Neither the teacher nor the SMC and parents

understand why these medicines are given.

(iv) Who administers these medicines and at what | Teachers, Students, School Record
frequency?

The medicines have been provided by the State Government but never as per needs
of children and at the required intervals. Deworming tablets and Vit.A tablets are not given

in 06 monthly intervals and similarly iron tablets are not given at weekly interval.

(v) No. of times these medicines have been given since 1-4-2011.

The medicines have been given only once in 10 schools, twice in 01 school and 12

times in 01 school. Rest of the schools have not got them. (See Table 8.1).

STATUS OF COOKS: Observations and discussion with

Out of the 40 sample schools, Cook and Helper have been engaged by SHG in 20
schools and in 19 schools by SMC (For school wise details, see Table 9.1 at page 106).

(i) Is the number of Cooks and Helpers | Observations and discussion with children
engaged as per Govt. of India norms? teachers, parents, VEC members, Gram
Panchayat members and cooks.

Only in 04 schools, Cooks and Helpers have been engaged as per the Gol norms. In
the rest 35 schools less number of Cooks and Helpers are engaged. There are 19 schools
where only 02 Cook and Helper are engaged as against 04 or more as per the Gol norm. The

State has not yet adopted the Gol norm.
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(111 )What is remuneration paid to Observations and discussion with children
cooks/helpers? teachers, parents, VEC members, Gram
Panchayat members and cooks.

The Cook is paid Rs.600/- per month and the Helper is paid Rs.400/- per month in all
sample schools. (For school wise details, see Table 9.1). As per the State Govt.’s
commitment in the 2011 PAB meeting, the Cook/Helper is to get Rs.1000/- per month but
this has not been implemented so far. Recently the State has declared to pay Rs.1000/- to
each Cook-cum-Helper as per the Gol norm.

(iv) Are the remuneration paid to Observations and discussion with children
cooks/helpers regularly? teachers, parents, VEC members, Gram
Panchayat members and cooks.

In 02 sample schools, the Cook and Helper have not got their remuneration since
April 2011. In other 38 schools, they have got their remunerations occasionally but for which
months, it is difficult to know since the school does not get any letter in this regard. The
remuneration is deposited to their Bank accounts by e-transfer. The remuneration is never

released regularly in every month as per the State norm.

(v) Social Composition of cooks /helpers? | Observations and discussion with children
(SC/ST/OBE/Minority) teachers, parents, VEC members, Gram
Panchayat members and cooks.

In 31 out of the sample 40 schools, the Cook belongs to SC/ ST/ OBC/ minority
community. In 35 schools, the Helper belongs to SC/ST/OBC/minority community (For
school wise details, see Table 9.1). Thus employment facility is given to the backward

communities on priority.

Out of the 40 sample schools, pucca kitchen shed is not sanctioned for 05 schools.
In 06 schools, the pucca kitchen shed-cum-store that has been constructed is in use for both
cooking and storing. In 16 schools, it is constructed but is not used for cooking and in 16
schools it is constructed but not in use for storing. In 02 schools, it is under construction (For
school wise details, see Table 10.1 at page 107). Thus most of the pucca kitchen shed cum-
store constructed with MDM grant of Rs.60, 000/- are not used for cooking or storing or for
both. The District has so far taken no step to ensure the use of kitchen-cum-store taking the

appropriate corrective measures. The CRCCs are not reporting about non-use of kitchens. As
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a result, in Chhatrapur NUPS, kitchen has been used as classroom. In Bapu NUPS, the
kitchen was destroyed to make an ACR. In Padmapur NUPS, it is used as library room. The
schools need training on how to utilize the kitchen for cooking and storing with the existing

space; i.e. on space management of kitchen.

2. Construction grant received under which scheme?

All the schools who have got the sanction for constructing the kitchen-cum-store
have got it under the MDM or SSA scheme (For school wise details, see Table 10.1).

3. Reason for not using the constructed kitchen-cum-store for cooking and storing

The constructed kitchen-cum-store is not used for cooking because kitchen has no
provision of hearth (03 schools), absence of door & window (01 school), no ventilation
facility (01 school), space shortage (06 schools), assumption of getting dirty (01 school), or
kitchen used as classroom / store (02 schools), not clean (01 school) or kitchen destroyed (01
school). Further, the same is not used for storing because of space shortage (08 schools), fear
of theft (01 school), using as classroom / library (02 schools) or other reasons (05 schools).

There are 24 out of the 40 sample schools where pucca kitchen is not used for
cooking MDM. Out of these, in 02 schools, MDM is cooked in open place. In 02 schools, it
is cooked on school verandah. In 01 school, it is cooked in a thatched house whereas in 20
schools, it is cooked in an asbestos / tin / tile roofed house. At Panapana UPS, the kitchen-
cum-store is under construction and the school does not have any extra room to be used as
kitchen and hence the MDM is cooked in an open space. The school expects to complete the
kitchen before the advent of rainy season so that MDM can be cooked safely. The situation
in case of Balipal UGUPS is different and needs immediate corrective measure. The school
already has a kitchen-cum-store constructed with the grant of Rs.60,000/- but not using it to
cook on the ground that the kitchen does not have a provision of a hearth. Since a hearth can
be made locally by community contribution or by using the maintenance grant, the school
has not tried to make a hearth in this way and in turn is cooking MDM in an open space
having an asbestos roof. During rainy season, the space will not be able to provide safe
cooking of MDM. The District Nodal officer, MDM is to take immediate corrective action in

this regard.
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At Palasahi UGUPS, the constructed kitchen is not used for cooking MDM
on the ground that there is ventilation problem and hence the kitchen would become black
with non release of smoke. Instead of solving this problem, the MDM is cooked in a thatched
house which is not safe. In Suteibadagaon UGUP School, as because the kitchen is not clean,
it is not used to cook MDM. In turn, a thatched house is used as kitchen which is riskfal on
safety ground. No MDM authority has ever come to these schools and ensure use of kitchen
to cook MDM. The District Nodal Officer, MDM is to take immediate corrective measure to
ensure use of the constructed kitchen to cook MDM. In Aradbazar PS, there is no kitchen
and hence MDM is cooked in school verandah which hampers classroom teaching. The
District Nodal Office, MDM may recommend for a kitchen to this school on priority. In
Khantapada Ps, MDM is cooked in school verandah despite the availability of a kitchen. The
school defends itself with a plea of shortage of space for cooking MDM in the kitchen but
the MI feels that the District Nodal Officer, MDM can provide space management training to

this school to ensure use of kitchen for cooking MDM in a safe place.

Basing upon the above evidences and more, the MI suggests that the District Nodal
Officer, MDM needs to get month wise feedback data on use of kitchen constructed under
MDM / SSA programme at school points and take appropriate counselling / repairing /
training programme to ensure cent per cent use of the constructed kitchen to cook MDM and

store the MDM qgroceries, rice, fuel and utensils.

There are 25 schools where MDM is not stored in a pucca kitchen-cum-store. In
22 of these schools, food grains are stored in HM’s room / classroom / store room of school/
unused room of school and in 03 schools at SHG room (For school wise details, see Table
10.2 at page 108).

In 38 out of the 40 sample schools, potable water is available for cooking and

13. Whether utensils used for king food are adequate? Teachers/Organizer of MDM

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In only 12 out of 40 sample schools, adequate utensils are available for cooking
MDM (For school wise details, see Table 10.2). Rest of the schools are facing problem in
cooking MDM because of inadequate utensils. These schools have not got the grant to
purchase cooking and storing utensils. The District Nodal Officer may take immediate action

to release the grant.

What is the kind of fuel used? (Gas based/firewood etc.) | Observation

In 38 schools, firewood is used as fuel. In 02 schools, gas is also used as fuel (For
school wise details, see Table 10.2). In Aradbazar Urdu Ps, Kerosene oil is used to cook
MDM.

15.

SAFETY & HYGIENE: Observation
iii.  General Impression of the environment, Safety
and hygiene:

In 36 out of 40 sample schools, clean and safe environment exists (For school wise
details, see Table 11.1 at page 109 ). It is because every day the school campus and
classrooms are cleaned by the students. The School Cabinet ensures it. There are 04 schools

where this practice can be ensured by the CRCCs.

ii. Are children encouraged to wash hands before and observation
after eating

In 28 out of 40 sample schools, children are encouraged by the teachers and
ensured by School Cabinet to wash hands using soap and water both before and after eating
MDM (For school wise details, see Table 11.1). However in 10 schools, this practice is not

found. The CRCCs may encourage students and teachers to initiate this habit of cleanliness.

iii. Do the children partake meals in an orderly manner? | observation

In 37 out of 40 sample schools children are seen to partake MDM in an orderly
manner (Table 11.1). The orderliness and discipline is also ensured by teachers and the
School Cabinet.

iv. Conservation of water? | Observation

In 36 out of 40 sample schools, children are found to conserve water while washing
hands and utensils (For school wise details, see Table 11.1). This has occurred due to

constant guidance of the teachers.

1. Is the cooking process and storage of fuel observation
safe, not posing any fire hazard?

In all 39 sample schools, cooking and storage places are found to be safe from any
fire hazard (Table 11.1). Despite the fact that in some schools the MDM is cooked outside
the constructed kitchen, the school has taken measure to prevent fire hazard.

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In 38 schools parents supervise and monitor the MDM. In 10 of these schools,
parents supervise MDM everyday. In all 39 sample schools SMC and in 29 schools
PRI/ULB supervise and monitor MDM (For school wise details, see Table 12.1 at page
110). In some schools, they supervise every day whereas in other schools, they supervise

occasionally.

Roster is not maintained in all 40 sample schools (Table 12.1).

3) (a) opinion of community on quantity of MDM per child at primary level

In only 04 out of the 40 sample schools, the community has opined that the quantity
of MDM per child at primary level is poor (For school wise details, see Table 12.2 at page
111).

(b) Opinion of community on quantity of MDM per child at upper primary level.

In only 01 out of the 40 sample schools, the community has opined that the quantity
of MDM per child at upper primary level is poor (For school wise details, see Table 12.2 at
page 111).

(c) Overall impression of MDM programme.

In only 01 out of the 40 schools, the overall impression of community on MDM is
average (Table 12.2).

(d) From where do you know about MDM.

The community has known about MDM from various sources like TV, Block Official,

radio, newspaper, teacher and villagers (For school wise details, see Table 12.2).

OTHER OBSERVATIONS:

The MDM provision is highly mismanaged at Srikona Sevashram which needs
special investigation by the District Nodal Officer for MDM. Reasons are --
(1) The Head Teacher was involved in the procurement and management of MDM
although the SMC was in charge of it. This violates the MDM rule.
(2) The Head Teacher was unable to produce the MDM passbook and register for
verification.
(3) The Head Teacher utilizes SSA funds to procure MDM grocery.
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Major lIssues:

1.

Issue of non-provision of MDM on working days.
»  Limited only to 05 (12.5%) out of 40 sample schools.
>  Reasons are rice shortage, lack of cooking cost advance and very less attendance after

the Annual Examination.

Issue of large number (52 %) of the enrolled children not coming to school and hence
unable to take MDM.

» Some children are either long absentees or have not at all come to school since 1-4-11.

» The reason may be fake enrollment or enrollment in more than one school.

» Many children have not come to schools after the Annual Exam.

Issues of children (1 %) denying to take MDM although have attended the school.
» The reasons are: (1) children going to home to take food; (2) children not eating owing to
lack of utensils; and (3) children eating home-made tiffin or snacks purchased from

market.

Issue of not releasing cooking cost in advance regularly

» No school has got the cooking cost in advance regularly every month.

» The reasons are: (1) delayed or no submission of vouchers and expenditure statement by
SHG/SMC to the Block office, and (2) delay by the Block Officers to release the cooking

cost in advance every month.

Issue of engaging Head Teachers in managing MDM
The Head Teachers in some schools are compelled under the following circumstances
to procure and manage MDM.
» SMC members take plea that they do not have time to manage MDM but urge that
children should get MDM everyday and request the Head Teachers to manage MDM.
» In the event of delay in payment of advance cooking cost, some SHGs are not willing to

manage MDM utilizing their own fund.
Less and irregular payment of remuneration to Cook and Helper.

» Cooks and Helpers of all schools are paid much less than the Government of India norm

and are not regularly paid every month.

Issue of no health check up and no provision of Vit A, iron tablets and de-worming
tablets.
» Health check up has been done is a very limited schools. Vit. A, iron tablets and de-

worming tablets are not given to needy children regularly.

Issue of no use of pucca kitchen shed-cum-store.

» There are 16 schools where pucca kitchen shed-cum-store has been constructed under the
MDM scheme but is not used for cooking MDM because of space shortage, smoke
problem etc.

» There are 16 schools where pucca kitchen shed-cum-store has been constructed but not
used for storing MDM food grains because of fear of theft space shortage, etc.

Issue of inadequate availability of cooking utensils.
» Two-third of the sample schools face difficulty in cooking and serving MDM due to

inadequate availability of cooking utensils.

Issue of lack of supervision and monitoring of MDM

The management of MDM is not properly monitored and supervised by the concerned officers
at all levels and this has yielded gross mismanagement of MDM. Food grains are supplied less
than the weighted amount. Food grains are not timely supplied. MDM is cooked for children
who do not eat it. The constructed pucca kitchen shed-cum-store is not utilized for cooking
and storing. Cook and Helper do not receive their remuneration regularly every month.

Cooking cost advance is not released to school regularly every month.

Issue of lack of proper weighing system for measuring the weight of food grains and
vegetables and the weight of children.

In none of the 40 sample schools, weight of children is measured to know their nutritional
status. Similarly, the weight of food grains and vegetables is not accurately measured. It is

roughly assessed.
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Suggestions:

1. Rice stock availability at school be recorded every month and accordingly the required

amount of rice be supplied with only 01 month of buffer stock.

2. Physical verification of the enrolled children at every school be made and the cases of

fake/multiple enrollment be identified and quashed out.

Co-curricular / extra curricular activities may be organized at school level to raise

attendance of children after the Annual Examination is over.

3. Eating utensils be made available at each school. MDM food items be made more tasty with
provision of more quantum of dal and vegetables per child per day. School gate may be
closed during recess hours and children be motivated to eat MDM together with other
children. Neat and clean dinning space be provided so that the children will like to eat in a
safe place throughout the year. Each school be provided with a pucca dinning hall having
vitrified tiled floor, sitting space as per enrollment strength, safe drinking water facility
and facility for washing utensils and hands with soap and water.

4. Each school be instructed to identify, at morning prayer class every day, the children who
would opt for taking MDM and MDM be cooked only for them.

5. The Head Teachers, SHGs and SMCs may be given onsite support relating to timely
submission of vouchers and expenditure statement to the Block Office. Adequate
suppoting staff may be provided to facilitate the Block office in releasing the advance
cooking cost regularly by the 1% week of every month.

6. The District Nodal Officer should ensure non-involvement of Head Teacher / Teacher in

procurement / management of MDM.

7. No Head Teacher/ teacher be made accountable for any kind of discrepancy or stoppage in the

management or procurement of MDM.
8. The roles of SMC, SHG and teachers relating to MDM management be displayed in flex

board in a visible place in school for generating awareness as well as transparency of
MDM rules.

9. Each Cook/ Helper be posted as Cook-cum-Helper and be paid Rs.1000/- per month as
remuneration. The Govt. of India norm relating to posting of the number of Cook-cum-
Helper as per the student strength of school be adopted soon.

10. The State should take steps to cover all elementary schools under the NRHM scheme for

regular health check up and provision of vit. A, iron and de-worming tablets to children.

11. For each kitchen shed-cum-store, a chimney may be constructed for release of smoke. Shelves
may be prepared for storage of food grains and fire wood inside the kitchen shed-cum-
store using the maintenance grant. In case of schools having more than 100 children,
additional grant may be given for construction of 01/ 02 more pucca kitchen shed-cum-

stores depending upon the enrollment strength of the school.

12. Schools having inadequate cooking utensils may be given some grant to procure the required
cooking utensils.

13. The supervision and monitoring system needs to be strengthened with documentation of

feedback data received by the supervisory and monitoring officers in prescribed formats.

14. Each school may be provided with a digital weighing machine for utilizing it to weigh the
food grains/vegetables to be used for cooking and also to take weight measurement of the

children to assess their nutritional status.
15. Each school may be given a separate grant to purchase steel-made storage bins to keep the
food grains in safe custody. This may be released depending upon the enrollment strength

of school.

16. Each school may be given a separate grant for purchasing eating utensils like steel-made tray

and glass for the students as per the enrollment strength of school.

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BHADRAK DISTRICT

Introduction:

Bhadrak District is located in the northern region of ODISHA State. It has 2043
number of schools covered under SSA as per the DISE, 2009. The District office concerned
with MDM scheme is located at Bhadrak town. In order to implement MDM activities,
District as well as Block level officials have been engaged. Besides, the teachers, SMC
members and PRI members are also allowed to supervise the MDM scheme at school level.
As per the MDM guidelines, rice is provided to the SHG/SMC who prepares and provides
MDM purchasing dal, egg, mealmakers, vegetables and fuel. Each school is to get the cooking
cost in advance every month and produce the expenditure statement along with vouchers to

the Block office every month for release of the expenditure amount.

Procedure and criteria adopted for selection of sample schools:

As per the MoU and ToR, 40 schools have been identified in discussion with the DPO
staffs of Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan of the District on 23-03-12 for monitoring of MDM activities
at school level. The guidelines mentioned in the ToR have been followed for school selection.
The 40 schools include 8 urban schools and 32 rural schools. The school wise details of
criteria basing upon which the sample schools have been identified have been reflected in the
DPO’s letter no. 1384, dtd. 23.03.2012 placed at page 150. Out of the 40 sample schools, 16
are primary schools (PS) and the rest upper primary schools (UPS). Each of the 40 sample
schools has been visited by 01 of the members of the monitoring team who has spent 01 full
day at the school to collect the MDM related data as per the format prescribed by the MHRD,
Gol. The Nodal Officer has also visited one-third of the 40 sample schools as per the ToR.
The data have been obtained by interacting with children, teachers, cook, helper,
SHG/SMC/NGO providing MDM at school point and by observing the process of MDM
preparation, storage and distribution. The data then have been cross-checked, cleaned and

tabulated for analysis in respect of different aspects of the MDM scheme.

REGULARITY IN SERVING MEAL.: Students, Teachers &

Whether the school is serving hot cooked meal daily? If | Parents
there was interruption, what was the extent and reasons
for the same?

The MI has visited 40 schools and has found that hot cooked meal is served in every
school. In 05 of these schools since 1-9-11 provision of MDM has been stopped for some days
(for school wise details, see Table 1.1 at page 132 ). The reasons for interruption of MDM
provision are: (1) lack of rice, (2) shortage of cooking cost, (3) dispute between NGO and
SMC to provide MDM, (4) illness of helper and (5) festival (For school wise details, see Table
1.1). The findings reveal that rice is regularly supplied to the schools for which no school
except 01 (Hasinpur PS) has stopped MDM on the ground of lack of rice. At Hasinpur PS, the
MDM provision has been stopped only for 01 day (21-2-12) and then regularly served. Thus

rice availability at school point is not a problem.

Further, only 01 school (Mathasahi NUPS) had stopped serving MDM for shortage
of fund since 01-12-11. On the visit day of the MI (12-4-12) MDM was also not served for this
reason. No supervising staff DNO or BNO of MDM had visited the school and noticed the
MDM the MDM interruption and had taken steps for the release of the cooking cost in

advance to ensure regular provision of MDM.

In Bhadrak District, a few NGOs have been permitted to provide MDM. One among
them is Damodar Jew Sevayatah. The Nodal officer had monitored the process of MDM
storing, cooking and serving done by the NGO and noticed that —
1) The place of storing and cooking MDM is unhygienic.
2) The process of transporting is timely and clean. Containers are cleaned everyday before
taking MDM.
3) The NGO does not cook as per the student’s attendance because it is cooking at a
centralized Kkitchen and starting to cook at 5 AM for providing MDM at school point
during 8 to 9 AM as the school session is from 6.30 AM to 10.30 AM.
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4) The NGO claims to have cooked for all the enrolled children in its MDM register
although in the schools, where it provides MDM, cent per cent attendance is never
achieved throughout the year.

5) At school, the NGO supplies MDM items everyday without measuring the items as per
the student’s attendance. As a result at times in some schools, some amount of MDM
remains surplus after consumption of the children and it is taken away by the Cook and
Helper. The Nodal Officer during his visit along with the NGO Secretary to Gabasahi
Adibasi Colony PS on 17-4-12 had also noticed it.

As against 65 enrolled children, 43 had come to the school. The NGO provided MDM
to the schools without any measurement as per the student’s attendance. Hence MDM for
about 20 students remained unutilized. The Cook asked the NGO Secretary what to do with
the surplus MDM and the latter replied her to take away to her basti and distribute. In the
event, the NGO is not a looser since it claims in its MDM register and Monthly progress
Register to have provided MDM for all the enrolled children. In the end, the Government and
the children loose. This needs an investigation by the appropriate authority. The policy of
MDM management and supply by NGO be annulled. The MDM norm also indicates that
responsibility of MDM management and supply be given to NGOs only that to where there is
no kitchen facility to cook the MDM. In no rural school and no urban school where kitchen-
cum-store exists, this responsibility be given to the NGOs. This norm has been violated by the
District authority in Bhadrak District and needs immediate correction to honour the MDM

norms.

6) The NGO never keep the original / copy of MDM register at school point for

verification by any supervising staff.

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Many children do not get MDM because they do not come to schools. In some schools,
some children who have come to schools also do not take MDM. They go to home to take
home made food. In the 40 sample schools, 6700 children have been enrolled and for all 6700
children rice is supplied. On the day of MI’s visit, 4046 children (60.39%) have attended the
school, but 3968(59.22%) children have actually taken MDM (For school wise details, see
Table 2.1 at page 133). The main reasons for which children do not come to school need to be
explored. The DPO should physically verify the actually enrolled children. Some of the
enrolled children have been found, from the Students Attendance Register, to be either long
absentees or not coming to school at all since 1-4-11. These may include fake-enrolled or
children enrolled in more than one school. A detailed examination of the actually enrolled
children, cluster or block-wise, may reduce the percentage of enrolled children not taking
MDM because they do not come to school. On the day of MI’s visit to the 40 sample schools,
4046 had attended and 3968 children from them had taken MDM. Schoolwise data as shown

in Table 2.1 at page 133.reveal 04 categories of situation as mentioned below:-

I)  In 28 schools all children who had attended had taken MDM.

I1) In 09 schools some children who had attended had not consumed MDM.

[11) In Mathasahi NUPS, 112 children could not eat MDM because MDM was not cooked

owing to shortage of cooking cost.

IV) In 02 schools, more number of children had consumed MDM. At N.C. High School,
292 Upper Primary children (up to class VIII) had attended the school on the day of MI’s visit,
but 323 children had eaten. On observation, it was found that 31 children belonging to class IX
and X had also consumed MDM. The SHG and the teachers had not taken corrective measure
to check it. Further, at Bhadrak Urdu PS, 114 children had come to school but 168 children
had eaten MDM. This happened because at the recess time, 54 children came from home just
to take the MDM to home.

This happens everyday as reported by the teachers. This has occurred because of 02
reasons- (i) the school gate is not kept closed during MDM feeding time, (ii) the SHG is
cooking excess MDM than what is required as per the students’ attendance. On the day of
MTI’s visit, although 114 primary children had attended the school, the SHG managing the
MDM had cooked 30 kg. of rice, i.e. for 300 primary children. The surplus MDM was taken
away by the Cook.

No MDM official had ever visited these schools and tried to stop such occurrences
since 01-04-11. Thus MDM management in Bhadrak District is not properly supervised and

hence needs immediate corrective measures.

At N.C. Feeder PS, the MDM register was not at all maintained by the SHG providing
MDM to children. In turn, for each day MDM expenditure statement had been prepared. On
the day of MI’s visit on 09-04-12, the SHG had given us an MDM Expenditure Report
showing utilization of 23.5 kg. of rice for 235 enrolled children but actually MDM was
cooked for 132 attended children using 13.2 kg. of rice.

Out of the 40 sample schools, 33 schools have received rice regularly since 1-4-11. In 07
schools, rice has been received in 15 days to 08 months delay (For school wise details, see
Table 3.1 at page 134). Dal, vegetable, mealmaker and eggs are procured from local markets.
The delay in supply of rice has been made due to official reasons which need to be further

explored.

(v) Is buffer stock of one-month’s requirement | School level registers, MDM
is maintained?

There is a buffer stock of one month’s requirement of rice in 36 out of the 40 sample
schools (For school wise details see, Table 3.1). The MDM officials have adopted no

mechanism to monitor the quantum of availability of buffer stock of rice.

(iii) Is the quantity of food grains supplied as per the marked / indicated weight?

In 31 out of 40 schools, rice has been supplied less than the marked weight of the bag
(i.e. 50kg). Rice has been received less up to 02 to 10 kg. per 50 kg. bag, the schools claim(for
schoolwise details see Table 3.1) The Block/ District Officers have not taken appropriate
measures to address this problem. At N.C Feeder PS, the Nodal Officer during his visit had
measured a few 50 kg. rice bags using a digital weighing machine and had noticed that each 50

kg. bag had contained 3 to 5 kg. of rice less.

Rice is delivered at schools in 33 out of 40 sample schools. In 06 schools, rice is
delivered at SHG house and for 01 school, rice is delivered at NGO’s office. (For school wise

In 33 out of 40 sample schools, the rice received has been of good quality. In 03
schools, stones have been found in rice whereas in 04 schools, the rice has a bad/rotten

smell.(For school wise details, see Table 3.2 at page 135 ).

The extent of delay of receiving cooking cost has ranged from 1 to 4 months. The main
reasons of such delay have been: (1) delay by Block office to release the cooking cost, (2)
delay in the submission of vouchers and expenditure statement by SMC/SHG to Block office
and (3) revolving fund not fully utilized (See Table 4.1 at page 136 for school-wise details.)
The strategy of releasing cooking advance needs improvement. The fuel price payment is not
sufficient in case of PS having less than 100 student strength. Same is the case with purchase

of eggs.

34 out of the 40 sample schools have displayed their weekly menu at a visible place.
This menu has been prepared by the State Government. However, 37 out of the 40 sample
schools the MDM s prepared everyday as per the weekly menu (for school wise details, see
Table 6.1 at page 139) In Mathasahi NUPS, MDM has not been served since 01-12-11 due
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to lack of cooking cost. In Popsing PS, an NGO is supplying MDM but not as per the weekly
menu. Egg is not provided by the NGO. In Nangamahala Urdu Girls’ PS, MDM is also not
provided as per the weekly menu. The SMC provides MDM and providing Rice and Dalma
everyday. On Saturday and Wednesday boiled egg is served along with Rice & Dalma. No
MDM authority has instructed them to do so and also no MDM authority has so far prevented

them to do so.

In 37 of the 40 sample schools different food items are provided to children daily. The

In 37 out of the 40 sample schools, the daily menu includes rice and vegetables every
day.

In 36 out of 40 sample schools, children have appreciated the quality of rice and in
34 schools, children have appreciated the quality of curry and dal (For school wise details, see

In 37 out of the 40 sample schools, children have appreciated the quantity of rice and
in 36 schools, they have appreciated the quantity of dal and curry served to them (For school

The children of Ganijang NUPS had expressed unhappiness because egg was not
provided. The students of Talapada NUPS, Popsing PS and Lenkasahi PS have disliked the
taste of MDM. The muslim children of Kamalpur Urdu PUPS have not appreciated to eat
Dalma and Soyabin curry. The children of Pahimahura NUPS and Lenkasahi PS have said that

less quantity of curry is given.

Health check up of children has been done in 28 schools since 1-4-2011 and it has
been done only 01 to 03 times in these schools (for school wise details, see Table 8.1).

As per the State Govt’s commitment
in the 2011 PAB meeting, the Cook/Helper is to get Rs. 1000/- per month but this has not been
implemented so far. Recently, the State has declared to pay the Cook/Helper Rs. 1000/- per

In none of the 40 sample schools the Cook and Helper have got their remuneration
regularly.

In 28 schools the Cook and Helper have got remuneration but for
which months is not known to them. They have not got any letter from the authority. The
remuneration is deposited directly in their bank account and the months are not reflected in
their passbooks hence they are not happy.

In 15 schools, it is constructed but is not used for cooking and in 12
schools it is constructed but not in use for storing. In 07 schools, it is under construction
whereas in 01 school it is sanctioned but the construction work has not started (For school
wise details, see Table 10.1 at page 143). Thus most of, the pucca kitchen-cum-store

constructed with MDM grant of Rs 60,000/- is not used for cooking or storing or for both.

In some
schools the verandah is very narrow for which the children face difficulty in taking
MDM. In Miramahala Urdu PS, there is no verandah or dining hall for eating MDM.
The children sit on open space and take MDM. In the absence of dinning space, the
children of Gujidarada Girls’ PS take MDM inside the classroom.

ii. At Nangamahala Urdu PS, the Nodal Officer had observed during his visit that the
SMC had allowed some children to take their MDM to home.

iii. Children at Nangamahala Urdu PS do not wash their hands at all before taking MDM.

Iv. At Karanji Gunupur PUPS, the Nodal Officer had noticed during his visit on 16.04.12
that two 50 Kg. bags of rice had contained insects and were kept separately. The

school had not returned them back to the Block Officer.
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Major lIssues:

1. Issue of non-provision of MDM on working days.
»  Limited only to 05 (12.5%) out of 40 sample schools.
»  Reasons are rice shortage, cooking cost shortage, illness of Helper etc.

2. Issue of large number (40%) of the enrolled children not coming to school and hence
unable to take MDM.
»  Some children are either long absentees or have not at all come to school since 1-4-11.
»  The reason may be fake enrollment or enrollment in more than one school.

>  Some children did not come became Annual Examination was over.

3. Issue of not releasing cooking cost in advance regularly
»  No school has got the cooking cost in advance in regularly every month.
»  The reasons are: (1) delayed or no submission of vouchers and expenditure statement by
SHG/SMC to the Block office, and (2) delay by the Block Officers to release the cooking

cost in advance every month.

4.  Issue of engaging Head Teachers in managing MDM
The Head Teachers in some schools are compelled under the following circumstances
to procure and manage MDM.

6. Issue of no health check up and no provision of Vit A, iron tablets and de-worming
tablets.
» Health check up has been done in a very limited schools. Vit. A, iron tablets and de-

worming tablets are not given to the needy children regularly.

Issue of no use of pucca kitchen shed-cum-store.

There are 21 schools where pucca kitchen shed-cum-store has been constructed under the
SSA/ MDM scheme but in 15 of them, it is not used for cooking and in 12 of them, it is
not used for storing purposes. The reasons are varied from school to school but the main

three of them are space shortage, fear of theft and smoke problem.

Issue of inadequate availability of cooking utensils.

Three-fourth of the sample schools face difficulty in cooking and serving MDM due to

inadequate availability of cooking utensils.

Issue of lack of supervision and monitoring of MDM

The management of MDM is not properly monitored and supervised by the concerned
officers at all levels and this has yielded gross mismanagement of MDM. Food grains are
supplied less than the weighted amount. Food grains are not timely supplied. MDM is
cooked for children who do not eat it. The constructed pucca kitchen shed-cum-store is not
utilized for cooking and storing. Cook and Helper do not receive their remuneration
regularly every month. Cooking cost advance is not released to school regularly every

month.

Issue of lack of proper weighing system for measuring the weight of food grains and
vegetables and the weight of children.

In none of the 40 sample schools, weight of children is measured to know their nutritional
status. Similarly, the weight of food grains and vegetables is not accurately measured. It is

roughly assessed.

Issue of mismanagement of MDM by NGOs.

NGO claims utilization of food grains as per the enrollment and not as per the students’
attendance.

NGO provides MDM to rural schools and to urban schools that have kitchen.

NGO never keeps the MDM register at school.

Issue of excess consumption of MDM.

At N.C. High School, MDM is also served to Class 1X and X children.

At Bhadrak Urdu PS, MDM is also given to those children who come in recess just to take
MDM to their home.
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Suggestions:

1.

Rice stock availability at school be recorded every month and accordingly the required

amount of rice be supplied with only 01 month of buffer stock.

Physical verification of the enrolled children at every school be made and the cases of

fake/multiple enrollment be identified and quashed out.

Eating utensils be made available at each school. MDM food items be made more tasty with
provision of more quantum of dal and vegetables per child per day. School gate may be closed
during recess hours and children be motivated to eat MDM together with other children. Neat
and clean dinning space be provided so that the children will like to eat in a safe place
throughout the year. Each school be provided with a pucca dinning hall having vitrified tiled
floor, sitting space as per enrollment strength, safe drinking water facility and facility for

washing utensils and hands with soap and water.

Each school be instructed to identify, at morning prayer class every day, the children who
would opt for taking MDM and MDM be cooked only for them.

The Head Teachers, SHGs and SMCs may be given onsite support relating to timely
submission of vouchers and expenditure statement to the Block Office. Adequate suppoting
staff may be provided to facilitate the Block office in releasing the advance cooking cost

regularly by the 1% week of every month.

No Head Teacher/ teacher be made accountable for any kind of discrepancy or stoppage in the

management or procurement of MDM.

The roles of SMC, SHG and teachers relating to MDM management be displayed in flex
board in a visible place in school for generating awareness as well as transparency of MDM

rules.

Each Cook/ Helper be posted as Cook-cum-Helper and be paid Rs.1000/- per month as
remuneration. The Govt. of India norm relating to posting of the number of Cook-cum-Helper

as per the student strength of school be adopted soon.

The State should take steps to cover all elementary schools under the NRHM scheme for
regular health check up and provision of vit. A, iron and de-worming tablets to children.

For each kitchen shed-cum-store, a chimney may be constructed for release of smoke. Shelves
may be prepared for storage of food grains and fire wood inside the kitchen shed-cum-store
using the maintenance grant. In case of schools having more than 100 children, additional
grant may be given for construction of 01/ 02 more pucca kitchen shed-cum-stores depending

upon the enrollment strength of the school.

Schools having inadequate cooking utensils may be given some grant to procure the required
cooking utensils.

The supervision and monitoring system needs to be strengthened with documentation of

feedback data received by the supervisory and monitoring officers in prescribed formats.

Each school may be provided with a digital weighing machine for utilizing it to weigh the
food grains/vegetables to be used for cooking and also to take weight measurement of the

children to assess their nutritional status.

Each school may be given a separate grant to purchase steel-made storage bins to keep the
food grains in safe custody. This may be released depending upon the enrollment strength of

school.

Each school may be given a separate grant for purchasing eating utensils like steel-made tray

and glass for the students as per the enrollment strength of school.

The Gol policy of not allowing the NGOs to provide MDM to rural schools and to urban

schools having own kitchen be strictly followed.

The NGOs be paid the cost of MDM as per the number of children actually consuming the
MDM.

CRCCs may be engaged as Cluster Level Nodal Officer for MDM to supervise and monitor
the management of MDM at school level regularly and report.

The District Nodal Officer for MDM is to ensure that MDM is not seved to class IX and X

children as in the case of N.C. High School and also to children who had not attended the

school as in case of Bhadrak Urdu PS.

Introduction:

Jajpur District is located in the central region of ODISHA State. It has 2677 number of
schools covered under SSA (DISE 2009). The District office concerned with MDM scheme is
located at Jajpur town. In order to implement MDM activities, District as well as Block level
officials have been engaged. Besides, the teachers, SMC members and PRI members are also
allowed to supervise the MDM scheme at school level. As per the MDM guidelines, rice is
provided to the SHG/SMC who prepares and provides MDM purchasing dal, egg,
mealmakers, vegetables and fuel. Each school is to get the cooking cost in advance every
month and produce the expenditure statement along with vouchers to the Block office every

month for release of the expenditure amount.

Procedure and criteria adopted for selection of sample schools:

As per the MoU and ToR, 40 schools have been identified in discussion with the DPO
staffs of Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan of the District on 24-3-12 for monitoring of MDM activities
at school level. The guidelines mentioned in the ToR have been followed for school selection.
The 40 schools include 8 urban schools and 32 rural schools. The school wise details of
criteria basing upon which the sample schools have been identified have been reflected in the
DPO’s letter no. 1043 dtd. 24-3-12 placed at page 186. Out of the 40 sample schools, 22 are
primary schools (PS) and the rest upper primary schools (UPS). Each of the 40 sample schools
has been visited by 01 of the members of the monitoring team who has spent 01 full day at the
school to collect the MDM related data as per the format prescribed by the MHRD, Gol. The
Nodal Officer has also visited one-third of the 40 sample schools as per the ToR. The data
have been obtained by interacting with children, teachers, cook, helper, SHG/SMC/NGO
providing MDM at school point and by observing the process of MDM preparation, storage
and distribution. The data then have been cross-checked, cleaned and tabulated for analysis in
respect of different aspects of the MDM scheme.

The MI has visited 40 schools and has found that hot cooked meal is served in every
school. In only 19 of these schools since 1-9-11 provision of MDM has been stopped for
1. some days (for school wise details, see Table 1.1 at page 168). Lack of rice stock, bad
weather, flood and illness of Cook are the main causes for non-provision of MDM in these
schools. The range of stoppage of MDM provision has a wide variation. Owing to rainfall or
iliness of Cook, MDM provision has been stopped for 01 day whereas due to lack of rice
stock, MDM has not been provided for more than 15 days in some schools.

In the 40 sample schools, 7130 children had been enrolled and for all of them
MDM provision has been made by the government. On the date of MI’s visit to these
schools, 3440 (48.2%) children had attended the schools. As per the MDM register, MDM
has been cooked for 3154 (44.2%) children but 3234 (45.4%) children had taken MDM. In
all 40 schools, many children had not attended the school on the day of visit of MI. The
teachers could not say correctly the reasons for which those children had remained absent
from school. There is neither any process nor any mechanism followed in each school and

the District to record the reasons for non-attendance of the children. No systematic measure
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has been taken by the SMC to raise the percentage of attendance of children. Further, the
District has not taken any step to identify the cases of double / fake enrollment and delete
their names from the Students’ Attendance Register. In our MDM report for the 2™ half year
of 2010-11, the State had been requested to make a study on students’ absenteeism and take

appropriate measures but it appears that the District has not taken such steps.

In addition, 2.8% children who had attended the schools but had not taken MDM.
These children belong to 10 schools (Table 2.1 at page 169). In Gariapur UGUPS, there is
gross mismanagement of MDM. MDM register is not maintained by the SMC who provides
MDM. In MPR, MDM consumption is shown as per the students’ attendance whereas in
reality many children who attend the school do not take MDM. They take home made food.
On the day of MI’s visit, only 101 (42.6%) out of the 237 enrolled children had attended the
school and had taken MDM. But the SMC had cooked for about 100 children. MDM food
grains were cooked for these 100 children but without proper measurement. Thus the SMC
shows to have utilized MDM food grains in the MPR for all the enrolled children when for
less than half of them the SMC had cooked MDM. This school needs to be investigated by
the appropriate authority. In other 09 schools, only a few of the children attending the school
have not consumed MDM for reasons like: (1) preference to eat at home, (2) liking to eat
home made tiffins or available market foods.

Out of the 40 sample schools, 30 schools have received rice regularly since 1-9-11
(For school wise details, see Table 3.1 at page 170). In case of 10 schools the reason of delay
is found to be either official or unknown to the functionaries. Extent of delay in receiving
foodgrains is normally found to be within 01 to 03 months except one case of 05 to 10 days
delay. Dal, vegetable, mealmaker and eggs are procured from local markets. There is only

delay in supply of rice to all these schools.

21. Is buffer stock of one-month’s School level registers, MDM
requirement is maintained?

There is a buffer stock of one month’s requirement of rice in 28 out of the 40 sample

schools (For school wise details see, Table 3.1).
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(iii) Is the quantity of food grains supplied as per the marked / indicated weight?

In 36 out of 40 sample schools, rice has been supplied less than the marked weight
of the bag (i.e. 50kg). Rice has been received less up to an amount of 1 to 10 kg. per 50 kg.
bag (for school wise details see Table 3.1). Except only 04 schools, the quantity of supplied
food grains are not found to be as per the marked weight. The Block / District MDM officers
have not taken appropriate measures to address this problem. The schools receiving less
amount of rice complain that they are compelled to give signature on the receipt to have
received 50 kg. of rice per bag. Further, teachers are compelled to receive the rice in some

Cases.

Rice is delivered at schools in 36 out of 40 sample schools. In case of 04 schools,
rice is delivered at SHG house (For school wise details, see Table 3.1). In case of all these 04
schools, there is a kitchen-cum-store constructed with SSA / MDM fund but the rice is not
delivered at school point. The District / Block MDM officers have not taken any step to

ensure the delivery of rice at school point in these 04 schools.

In 38 out of the 40 sample schools, the rice received has been of good quality. (For
school wise details, see Table 3.2 at page 171). In Jayadurga UGUPS and Gopinath Jew

Nodal UPS, the rice has been received sometimes with stones and barn.

» s school receiving cooking cost in advance
regularly?

Only 05 out of the 40 sample schools so far have received the cooking cost in advance
regularly. The extent of delay of receiving the cooking cost ranges from 1 to 4 months. The
main reasons of delay are noticed to be: (1) official delay, (2) voucher not submitted, and (3)
revolving fund not been fully utilized (For school wise details, see Table 4.1 at page 172).
For 22 schools, the Block office has not released the cooking cost in advance regularly
despite receiving the Utilization Certificate every month from the schools owing to shortage
of staff. Furthermore, to many schools the cooking cost advance has been released to their
bank account with no written intimation for which months the advance has been released.
Hence at school point, no record is available in respect of the months for which the cooking
cost advance has been received. The Head Teachers have mentioned that they do not get any
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letter from the Block Office / District Nodal Office of MDM mentioning the months for
which the cooking cost advance has been released to their MDM bank account. In view of
this, they face difficulty in maintaining the MDM accounts properly.

In Gopinath Jew NUPS, the children have not liked the taste of
soyabin curry. In Narasinghpur PS, the children have also not liked the taste of soyabin

curry.

In all of the 40 sample schools, children have appreciated the quantity of dal / curry
but in 38 schools, they have appreciated the quantity of rice served to them (For schoolwise

Out of the 40 sample schools, Cook and Helper have been engaged by SHG in 07
schools and in 33 schools by SMC (For school wise details, see Table 9.1 at page 178).

(i) Is the number of Cooks and Helpers | Observations and discussion with children
engaged as per Govt. of India norms? teachers, parents, VEC members, Gram
Panchayat members and cooks.

As per the Government of India norms (vide, Lr. F. No. 5-1 / 2010-MDM-2-1
Govt. of India, MHRD, Department of school and Mass Education and Literacy, MDM
Division Dt: 30-04-2010), 01 cook-cum-helper shall be engaged to a school up to 25
students. 02 cook-cum-helpers for schools having 26 to 100 students. And 01 additional
Cook-cum-Helper is to be engaged for every addition of 100 students.

This norm is not followed in Odisha. On the other hand, irrespective of the student
strength, a school has 01 Cook and 01 or 02 helpers (For school wise details, see Table 9.1 at
page 178). However, out of the 40 sample schools, only 13 schools have the required number
of Cook and Helper as per the Gol norm (For school wise details, see Table 9.1).

(‘11 )What is remuneration paid to Observations and discussion with children
cooks/helpers? teachers, parents, VEC members, Gram
Panchayat members and cooks.

The Cook is paid Rs.600/- per month and the Helper is paid Rs.400/- per month in all
sample schools. (For school wise details, see Table 9.1). As per the State Govt’s
commitment in the 2011 PAB meeting, the Cook/Helper is to get Rs 1000/- per month and
the state has recently taken a decision to provide it.

(iv) Are the remuneration paid to Observations and discussion with children
cooks/helpers regularly? teachers, parents, VEC members, Gram
Panchayat members and cooks.
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In 15 out of the 40 sample schools the Cooks and Helpers are getting their
remuneration regularly. In 07 schools, they have got their remunerations with a delay of 06
months. In case of 04 schools, passbook was not available and in 12 schools the available
passbook does not maintain the correct information on remuneration details (For school wise
details, see Table 9.1). It goes against the current MDM rules of the State which says that the
Cook and Helper will get their remuneration every month regularly. It was observed that the
District/Block office for MDM does not inform in writing the number of months for which
salary was released. The Cook and Helper in some schools have got no letter relating to the
months for which they have got their salary. They have received the salary in their passbook
but do not know for which months they have got it. In 06 schools, bank account has not been

opened by the Cook and Helper.

In 24 out of the sample 40 schools, the Cook belongs to SC/ ST/ OBC/ minority
community.

All 40 sample schools have got the sanction of pucca kitchen shed-cum-store. In 07
schools, the pucca kitchen shed-cum-store that has been constructed is in use for both
cooking and storing. In 17 schools, it is constructed but not in use for cooking. In 20 schools
it is constructed but is not used for storing. In 02 schools, the pucca kitchen-cum store is
under construction whereas in 04 schools it is sanctioned but the construction work has not

yet been started (For school wise details, see Table 10.1 at page 179 ).

2. Construction grant received under which scheme?

All the schools who have got the sanction for constructing the kitchen-cum-store
have got it under the MDM or SSA scheme (For school wise details, see Table 10.1).

3. Reason for not using the constructed kitchen-cum-store for cooking and storing
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The constructed kitchen-cum-store is not used for cooking because of space shortage
(05 schools); smoke/ventilation problem (03 schools); kitchen used as classroom/office/
store (02 schools), no provision for hearth (04 schools).and for other reasons (03 schools).
Further, the same is not used for storing because of space shortage (10 schools), fear of theft
(03 schools), used as classroom / office (01 school) and other reasons (03 schools) (For
schools wise details, see Table 10.1). The MI has observed that the kitchen constructed out
of Rs. 60,000/- is of very small size. The cooking space available is further reduced because
cooking slab has been made and is not used for cooking, Gas Chulla is not provided. MDM
is cooked in a hearth. The kitchen is not made suitable for hearth based cooking and hence is

not used for cooking in many schools especially with a higher students strength.

In 06 schools alternative place of
cooking is an open space and in 01 school, the kitchen is a thatched house. For all of these 26
schools, Rs.60, 000/- has been sanctioned for construction of kitchen-cum-store and in 20 of
them, Kitchen-cum-store has been constructed, but it is not used for storing. Similarly, for all
of the 22 schools, Rs.60, 000/- has been sanctioned for construction of kitchen-cum-store
and in 16 of them, Kitchen-cum-store has been constructed, yet it is not used for cooking.

There are 26 schools where MDM is not stored in a pucca kitchen-cum-store. In
22 schools, food grains are stored in HM’s room / classroom / unused room of school/MCS
room / temple’s meeting room / CRC room. In 04 schools, SHG house is the alternative

place of storing (For school wise details, see Table 10.2 at page 180 ).

In 39 out of the 40 sample schools, clean and safe environment exists (For school
wise details, see Table 11.1 at page 181 ). Every day the school campus and classrooms are
cleaned by the students before the children go for a prayer. The same practice is not

maintained at Syamdaspur PS and hence the campus was not clean.

ii. Are children encouraged to wash hands observation
before and after eating

In 34 out of 40 sample schools, children are encouraged by the teachers to wash
hands using soap and water both before and after eating MDM. (For school wise details, see
Table 11.1). In many schools, the Health Minister/Food Minister of the school cabinet guides
the children to use soap to wash hands and utensils.

iii. Do the children partake meals in an orderly | observation
manner?

In 37 out of the 40 sample schools children are seen to partake MDM in an orderly
manner (Table 11.1). The orderliness is managed by teachers and the school cabinet formed

by the children. In 02 schools, MDM was not served owing to examination.

In 31 out of the 40 sample schools, children are found to conserve water while
washing hands and utensils (For school wise details, see Table 11.1).

from any fire hazard (Table 11.1).

PRI/ULB have supervised and monitored MDM in
36 schools and have not at all supervised MDM in 04 schools (For schools wise details, see

In all 40 schools roster is not maintained for supervising MDM. (Table 12.1).

3) (a) opinion of community on quantity of MDM per child at primary level
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In 08 of 40 sample schools, the community has opined that the quantity of MDM per

child at primary level is poor (For school wise details, see Table 12.2).

(b) Opinion of community on quantity of MDM per child at upper primary level.

In none of the 18 sample Upper Primary schools, the community has opined that the
quantity of MDM per child at upper primary level is poor in respect of dal (For school wise

details, see Table 12.2 at page 183).

(c) Overall impression of MDM programme.

In none of the 40 sample schools, the overall impression of community on MDM is
average (Table 12.2). Community has appreciated the weekly menu and the policy of

providing hot cooked meal everyday.

(d) From where do you know about MDM.

The community has known about MDM from various sources like TV, news paper,

Block Officials and teacher. (For school wise details, see Table 12.2).

Since 01-04-11, in 31 schools the Block level officers have inspected the MDM
programme. The State level officers and District level officers have visited no and 08
schools respectively (For school wise details, see Table 13.1 at page 184). In 12 cases, these
officers have given written remarks regarding MDM. The MDM supervision is inadequate
in absence of Cluster Level Nodal Officers for MDM. The Block Level Nodal Officer for
MDM is the SI of schools. The District Level Nodal Officer is the DI of schools, Both of
them do not find enough time for regular supervision of MDM at school point. The state has
not engaged the CRCCs as the Cluster Nodal Officers for MDM, and hence they do not

supervise MDM during their visits to schools in an exhaustive manner.

In 27 schools they have opined that
MDM has improved nutritional status of children (For school wise details, see Table 14.1 at
page 185).

OTHER OBSERVATIONS:

1. School teacher of Bahabalpur UGUPS is involved in procurement and management of
MDM.

2. MDM management responsibility is given to the SMC but the school teachers purchase
the vegetables, dal, egg and grocery items for MDM provision in Izapur PS.

3. At Mahavir Chhak PS also, SMC has taken the responsibility of providing and
managing the MDM. However, the Head Teacher is found to procure vegetables, dal
and other grocery items for MDM. Further, vegetable, dal and rice are cooked in less
quantity than the prescribed menu. There is a need to make special investigation of
MDM mismanagement in Mahavir Chhak School.

4. Odisha State has not appointed Cluster Level Nodal Officer for MDM who can
supervise the schools everyday. The SI of schools in addition to its own job
responsibilities has been engaged as the Block Level Nodal Officer for MDM. Beause of
shortage of time, he is unable to supervise the 100-150 schools coming under his

jurisdiction every month.
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Major lIssues:
Issue of non-provision of MDM on working days.
» Limited only to 19 (47.5%) out of 40 sample schools.

> Reasons are rice shortage, bad weather, illness of Cook.

Issue of large number (52%) of the enrolled children not coming to school and hence
unable to take MDM.

» Some children are either long absentees or have not at all come to school since 1-4-11.

» The reason may be fake enrollment or enrollment in more than one school.

» After annual Examination, some children are not coming to school regularly.

Issues of children (3%) denying to take MDM although have attended the school.
» The reasons are many: (1) children going to home to take food; (2) children not eating
owing to lack of utensils and (3) children eating home-made tiffin or snacks purchased

from market.

Issue of cooked MDM food items not consumed by some (1.6%) children, although

MDM has been cooked for them.

» The quantum of such children has been found only in 14 out of the 40 sample schools.

» The reason is the lack of attempt to count before cooking MDM, the number of children
who would not take MDM and not to cook MDM for them.

Issue of not releasing cooking cost in advance regularly

» No school has got the cooking cost in advance regularly every month.

» The reasons are: (1) delayed or no submission of vouchers and expenditure statement by
SHG/SMC to the Block office, and (2) delay by the Block Officers to release the cooking

cost in advance every month.

Issue of engaging Head Teachers in managing MDM
The Head Teachers in some schools are compelled under the following circumstances
to procure and manage MDM.
» SMC members take plea that they do not have time to manage MDM but urge that
children should get MDM everyday and request the Head Teachers to manage MDM.
> In the event of delay in payment of advance cooking cost, some SHGs are not willing to

manage MDM utilizing their own fund.

Less and irregular payment of remuneration to Cook and Helper.
» Cooks and Helpers of all schools are paid much less than the Government of India norm
and are not regularly paid every month.

Issue of no health check up and no provision of Vit A, iron tablets and de-worming
tablets.
» Health check up has been done is a very limited schools. Vit. A, iron tablets and de-

worming tablets are not given to needy children regularly.

Issue of no use of pucca kitchen shed-cum-store.

» In 22 schools, pucca kitchen shed is not used for cooking MDM purposes. The reasons are
varied from school to school but the main two of them are space shortage and smoke
problem.

» In 26 schools, pucca store shed is not used for storing the MDM materials because of

reasons like fear of theft, space shortage etc.

Issue of inadequate availability of cooking utensils.
» Three-fourth of the sample schools face difficulty in cooking and serving MDM due to

inadequate availability of cooking utensils.

Issue of lack of supervision and monitoring of MDM

» The management of MDM is not properly monitored and supervised by the concerned
officers at all levels and this has yielded gross mismanagement of MDM. Food grains are
supplied less than the weighted amount. Food grains are not timely supplied. MDM is
cooked for children who do not eat it. The constructed pucca kitchen shed-cum-store is not
utilized for cooking and storing. Cook and Helper do not receive their remuneration
regularly every month. Cooking cost advance is not released to school regularly every

month.

Issue of lack of proper weighing system for measuring the weight of food grains and

vegetables and the weight of children.

» In none of the 40 sample schools, weight of children is measured to know their nutritional
status. Similarly, the weight of food grains and vegetables is not accurately measured. It is

roughly assessed.
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Suggestions:

1. Rice stock availability at school be recorded every month and accordingly the required

amount of rice be supplied with only 01 month of buffer stock.

2. Physical verification of the enrolled children at every school be made and the cases of

fake/multiple enrollment be identified and quashed out.

3. Eating utensils be made available at each school. MDM food items be made more tasty with
provision of more quantum of dal and vegetables per child per day. School gate may be closed
during recess hours and children be motivated to eat MDM together with other children. Neat
and clean dinning space be provided so that the children will like to eat in a safe place
throughout the year. Each school be provided with a pucca dinning hall having vitrified tiled
floor, sitting space as per enrollment strength, safe drinking water facility and facility for

washing utensils and hands with soap and water.

4.  Each school be instructed to identify, at morning prayer class every day, the children who
would opt for taking MDM and MDM be cooked only for them.

5. The Head Teachers, SHGs and SMCs may be given onsite support relating to timely
submission of vouchers and expenditure statement to the Block Office. Adequate suppoting
staff may be provided to facilitate the Block office in releasing the advance cooking cost

regularly by the 1% week of every month.

6.  Fuel cost for a primary student be made same as that for an upper primary student. Keeping in
view, the present market price of firewood, the fuel cost may be revised by the appropriate
authority.

7. The government officers like BDO/DI/SI of schools may be made accountable for giving any

verbal instruction to the Head Teachers not to stop provision of MDM at any cost and thus

compelling them to manage MDM.

No Head Teacher/ teacher be made accountable for any kind of discrepancy or stoppage in the

management or procurement of MDM.

The roles of SMC, SHG and teachers relating to MDM management be displayed in flex
board in a visible place in school for generating awareness as well as transparency of MDM

rules.

Each Cook/ Helper be posted as Cook-cum-Helper and be paid Rs.1000/- per month as
remuneration. The Govt. of India norm relating to posting of the number of Cook-cum-Helper

as per the student strength of school be adopted soon.

The State should take steps to cover all elementary schools under the NRHM scheme for

regular health check up and provision of vit. A, iron and de-worming tablets to children.

For each kitchen shed-cum-store, a chimney may be constructed for release of smoke. Shelves
may be prepared for storage of food grains and fire wood inside the kitchen shed-cum-store
using the maintenance grant. In case of schools having more than 100 children, additional
grant may be given for construction of 01/ 02 more pucca kitchen shed-cum-stores depending

upon the enrollment strength of the school.

Schools having inadequate cooking utensils may be given some grant to procure the required

cooking utensils.

The supervision and monitoring system needs to be strengthened with documentation of

feedback data received by the supervisory and monitoring officers in prescribed formats.

Each school may be provided with a digital weighing machine for utilizing it to weigh the
food grains/vegetables to be used for cooking and also to take weight measurement of the

children to assess their nutritional status.
Each school may be given a separate grant to purchase steel-made storage bins to keep the

food grains in safe custody. This may be released depending upon the enrollment strength of

school.
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17. Each school may be given a separate grant for purchasing eating utensils like steel-made tray

and glass for the students as per the enrollment strength of school.

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Major Issues and Policy Recommendations

Basing upon the findings on MDM activities in the 05 sample Districts, some
major issues have been identified and policy measures have been suggested for each
district separately in earlier chapters and those have been compiled in this chapter. The
major issues have been mentioned in section B and the policy recommendation have been
delineated in section C. In section A some achievements of the MDM programme have
been depicted.

Section A

Achievements:

1.  Hot cooked MDM is given in all schools in all 05 Districts.

2. Good quality of rice is supplied.

3. Thereis no gender / caste / community discrimination in cooking / serving / seating
arrangement relating to MDM in any schools in all 05 Districts.

4. Most of the school have display the MDM weekly menu in a visible place.

5. Almost all schools have served MDM as per the weekly menu.

6. MDM items are varied everyday and nutritious with provision of eggs twice a week in
almost all schools.

7. In most of the schools (>75%), employment facility has been given to women of backward
communities.

8.  Potable water facility is available in almost all schools.

9.  Community is satisfied over the quality and quantity of MDM in almost all schools.

Each school be instructed to identify, at morning prayer class every day, the children who
would opt for taking MDM and MDM be cooked only for them.

The Head Teachers, SHGs and SMCs may be given onsite support relating to timely
submission of vouchers and expenditure statement to the Block Office. Adequate suppoting
staff may be provided to facilitate the Block office in releasing the advance cooking cost

regularly by the 1% week of every month.

The District / Block Nodal Officer for MDM be instructed to ensure non-involvement of

Head Teacher / Teacher in procurement / management of MDM as per the MDM norm.

No Head Teacher/ teacher be made accountable for any kind of discrepancy or stoppage in
the management or procurement of MDM.

The roles of SMC, SHG and teachers relating to MDM management be displayed in flex
board in a visible place in school for generating awareness as well as transparency of MDM

rules.
Each Cook/ Helper be posted as Cook-cum-Helper and be paid Rs.1000/- per month as

The State should take steps to cover all elementary schools under the NRHM scheme for
regular health check up and provision of vit.

Each school may be provided with a digital weighing machine for utilizing it to weigh the
food grains/vegetables to be used for cooking and also to take weight measurement of the

children to assess their nutritional status.

Each school may be given a separate grant to purchase steel-made storage bins to keep the
food grains in safe custody. This may be released depending upon the enrollment strength of

school.

Each school may be given a separate grant for purchasing eating utensils like steel-made

tray and glass for the students as per the enrollment strength of school.
NGOs should not be given the responsibility of procuring cooking and supplying the MDM
to any rural schools and any urban schools that have the facility of kitchen as per the Gol

norm.

All schools be instructed to keep record of the nutritional status of all children and to

identify the malnourished children from among them for malnutritional / medical treatment.

(1) Reqularity in serving Meal:

Instructions have been issued from time to time to ensure
uninterrupted supply of mid-day meal to the school children. The Sub-
Inspector of Schools Headquarters of each Block has been authorized to
ensure availability of food grains at school point through the S&T Agent.
District Administration is being requested again to look into the problem
and ensure availability of rice, fuel and dal at school point.

2) Trends:

District Administration is being requested to make physical
verification of the enrolled children at every school and identify the
cases of fake /multiple enrollment for deletion. The teachers and the
SMC should motivate the school children to take mid-day meal instead
of going home during recess time. Central Govt. grant of Rs.5000/- per
school has been provided to 66383 no. of schools in the State. MHRD,
Gol has been requested to provide Rs.131.80 lakhs for 2636 units for
replacement /procurement of cooking and eating utensils. Action shall
be initiated against the erring officials / Programme Implementing
Agencies who have shown more consumption of rice in the MDM
register than what is required as per MDM norms.
