The undersigned is directed to refer to Secretary, DoSEL DO letter No. 4-4/2021- 
IS.2 dated 10” June, 2022 on the above mentioned subject

2. The matter has been examined in this Department and the request of DoSEL is not 
agreed to. However, in case of release of not more than 25% of the annual outlay in a single 
instalment, DoSEL may release the next instalment after 75% utilization of the earlier 
releae. Moicover, to facilitate swift transfer of funds, the program division of the 
Deparmtent may obtain administrative approval of the competent authority and financial 
concurrence oi the Financial Adviser in one go for release of more than one instalment.

3. Further, in case complete information regarding past central and state releases is not 
available in PFMS reports, relaxation has already been granted vide DoE’s OM No. 
I(13)/PFMS/FCD/2020 dated 15,h June, 2022 and OM No. I(13)/PFMS/FCD/2020 dated 
I4lh June, 2022 (copies enclosed) for release of Is1 instalment in 2022-23 based on the 

undertaking submitted by the State Government.

Subject: Procedure for release of funds under Centrally Sponsored Schemes (CSS) and 
monitoring utilization of the funds released - non generation of sanction order 
if Central share released earlier has not reached SNA account.

The undersigned is directed to refer to this Department OM No. 
l(13)/PFMS/FCD/2020 dated 15th March, 2022 on the above mentioned subject wherein 
instructions regarding operationalization of a check in PFMS were issued. The check 
prevents generation of sanction order for release of Central share if the previous installment 
of central share released by the Gol has not been transferred to the SNA account by the State 
treasury.

2. In this regard it has been decided that following exceptions be made in the check 
regarding the release of 1bl instalment of Central share in 2022-23 -

a. Where the release to Implementing Agencies (IAs) by the State treasury in 2021- 
22 is more than the Central share released to the State treasury in 2021-22 plus the 
corresponding State share.

b. Where the central share released to the State treasury has been returned to the 
Consolidated Fund of India (CFI) in compliance of DoE OM No. 
1 (33)/PFMS/2022 dated 20th May, 2022.
