The 11th joint review mission visited Bihar from 12th to 19th December 2018 to review the

implementation of Mid Day Meal scheme (MDMS) in the state and to the nutritional status of the

beneficiaries in two Districts such as Muzaffarpur and Gaya. The JRM observed the implementation of

the MDMS in the above said two districts and made some recommdndations. The recommendations of

JRM and action taken by the Directorate of the Mid Day Meal scheme are as follows :
