Minutes of the meeting on Centrally Sponsored Pilot Scheme on ,,Fortification of Rice& its Distribution under I'utllic Distribution system,,- under Mid Day Meal scheme(MDMS) wirh States and tjTs.

The meeting of the centrally sponsored pilot scheme on ,,Forlification of Rice & itsDistributiort under Public Distribution Systenr"- under Mid - Day Meal scheme (MDMS)with States and u'l's was held in New Delhi through video conferencin g on 25.06.2021. Thelist of participants in the meeting is enclosed atAniexure-|.
The agenda of the meeting was:

i' To review the status progress and assess readiness of the States and UTs for provisionof fortified rice under MDMs.
ii' To discuss all the issues pertaining to rice fortification and clearing the qualms if any,for the better coordination for the provision of fortified rice in urro""iution of MinistryofFood & pD and FCI.

2' Director MDM welcomed the officials from all the states and UTs who haveparticipated in the meeting and made opening remarks. He appreciated the StateGovernment's initiatives already taken for the pro,lision of fortified rice under MDMs. Hefurther mentioned that this Ministry has agreed to bear the revised incremental fortificationcost @ 73 paisa per kg for the Pilot Scheme Fortification of Rice and its distribution. Heclarified that food grains are already being provided by FCI as of now for MDMS, under thispresent scheme fortified rice shall be provided to staies and uTs in place of normal rice asperthe capacity of FCI. The Fortified Rice Kernels contains, Iron, vitamin B 12 and Folicacid as a fortificant' He invited shri Sharma, DS Dept. of Food and pD, for comments. ShriSharma opined that clarity has been made througtr- the initial remarks of director MDM.However, a clarification letter may again be sent toltates and UTs if required.

3' The representative from FCI mentioned that fortified rice is being made available toalmost all the States and UTs. As a progressive data almost3.36lakh MTs for fortified ricehave been procured and made available to States and UTs. However, lifting of fortified rice isnot encouraging and rice is lying in go-downs of Punjab and chhattirgurh:H" further opinedthat States and UTs may be facing some challenges in lifting of fortified rice and as the liftingis not very prompt' He further opined that States and UTs needs to be clarified how thereimbursement of Rs' 0'73 paisa shall be provided especially to the NER States. DirectorMDM, informed that letter has already been issued io states and UTs vide letter dated3 I 
tt March' 2021 ' However, a letter may again be sent to States and UTs clarifying that Govtof India will bear the extra expenditure of Rs. 0.73 paisa 

"i;;;; a.to.":,,";. It is furtherclarified that in case of late payment to FCI Govt. oi I.rdiu has already parked Rs. 300 croresto FCI in case of any pendency in payment.

4' on the query raised by SNo MDM odisha, Director MDM, DoSE&L clarified that,FCI pre-blended ready to use fortified rice will be provideJ uy rct and therefore State neednot carry out the blending activities likethey were doing in Gajapati District. In a 50 kg bag500 gms of FRK shall be added i-e- 49.5 kg with ,o.-il rice shall be blended with 500 gmFRK' For IEC activities to publicize that aesign and posters prototype may be obtained fromFCI and FSSAI and for publicity MME funds may be used.



5' Replying to, representative from Goa, Director MDM mentioned that State has theliberty to select rice or wheat as per their choice and cultural acceptance, in case of Goa asthey are only using wheat as on date they may continue to do so. Director MDM advised
States & UTs to carry out discussion with FCI officials at state^JT level and their readinessfor provision of fortified rice regarding the coverage of other districts on the query raised byShri Mumtaz Ahmad,Finance Controller, Uttar pradesh.

6' Shri L' P' Sharma, Deputy Secretary, Department of Food & public Distributioninformed on the query raised by Officials from Jammu & Kashmir that there will be a +Fmark on the bag itself so that fortified rice can be differentiated. He also mentioned that theFRK blended rice has the shelf life of approximately one and half years.

7 ' Shri Jeevanbabu, DGE Kerala, mentioned that State has made a request for parboiledrice (fortified) as that is preferred by the children in the State. Initially the parboiled rice wasbeing procured from Andhra Pradesh. However, now the FCI has informed that the raw riceis being procured from Punjab. Director MDM, Govt. of India suggested to discuss the issuewith FCI and in order to resolve the issue in coordination. Representative from FCImentioned that the capacity building for the provision of parboiled rice FRK needs to be builtin' The availability of boiled rice is also less which n."i, to be worked out. Director MDMopined that until the boiled rice FRK is made available state may not me pressurized to utilizeraw rice as food choices are culture specific.

8' on the query raised by commissioner MDM Gujarat, Director MDM clarified that forthe distribution of first quarter of rice which has been ai.eady lifted by State and urs can bedistributed as it is not possible to blend with FRK now, However they may start thedistribution of fortified rice as an when FCI provides the same.

9' Mr' Ambrose J\larak, Meghalaya asked whether that FCI can provide fortified rice inShilong and Ribhoi districts. He further suggested that FRK rice may be provided at Turaregion so that it will be easy for Garo area distribution and for Khasi hill region. FCIrepresentative informed that 227 MTs of fortified stocks have been placed at Ribhoi districts,FCI will be able to provide in Garo, Khasi and Jaintia districts through road as they arealready doing for other projects. He further informed thatthey will take up the matter withtheir regional center and requested the state to place a request to state regional office also forbetter coordination.

l0' Director MDM mentioned on the query raised by Shri Shamim Bahadur Lakar fromAssam that a letter has already been issued on 3l'tMarch 2021 thatfortified rice shall beprovided in all the districts where FCI is in a position,o ,uppty the fortified rice.

I l ' Following Action points emerged from the discussion.

a' D/o sE&L, Ministry of Education shall bear Rs.0.73 cost per kg of rice costfortification for rice.
b' States and urs may conduct meetings with State regional offices regarding theavailability of fortified rice.
c' FCI may take up the^matter or provision of parboiled rice FRKs blended in fortifiedrice for the southern states that have such culiural food preference.d' State and UTs may issue necessary instructions to ati ttre stakeholders at district levelregarding preparedness on the p.ouirio, or rortirreari"e.



12' Director MDM informed the States and UTs to implement the new system for release
of funds in line with the directions of Department of Expenditure, Ministry of Finance, and
Govt. of India.

13' Director MDM requested all the States and UTs to share their, best practices, case
studies, Photos, videos (HD) quality, initiatives of to be incorporated in thl India MDM
Report by 30.06.2021.

Meeting ended with a vote of thanks to the chair.
