Providing of Rs. 1/- as additional cooking cost per day per child by the State
Government for I to X classes. (about 87.50 crores per year) for providing eggs

twice a week the children who do not eat egg, banana is provided.

To ensure quality and quantity of Rice supplied to MDM a pilot project is
launched in three Mandals i.e., one mandal in each District of Vizianagaram,
Prakasam & Anantapur,. This will increase the involvement of Village
Organisation with women Self Help Groups for checking the quantity/Quality
and transportation of rice from APSCSC Ltd. The HM of the School receives the
food grains from the Village Organizations.
