Automated Monitoring System

State has informed to conduct a sample study on the district wise SMS reporting
statement as on 8.1.2018 reveals that Coimbatore District stands at maximum
reporting status i.e. 34.74% whereas Villupuram District stands at minimum reporting
status i.e. 4.17%.Instructions are repeatedly issued to the District Collectors as well
as to the Director of School Education and Director of Elementary Education to pull
up the staff for achieving 100% SMS reporting. The District Collectors have been
addressed to conduct special meeting of the block level staff along with the officials
of Education Department and also with Headmasters of schools for emphasizing the
need of this SMS reporting system by D.O. letters.

Release of funds

The Central Govt. has released Ad-hoc Recurring Central Assistance of Rs. 11104.26 lakh
to Govt. of Tamil Nadu on 27. 04.2017. The funds were released to district by the
directorate/commissionerate on 12.5.2017. The Central Govt. has released Balance of the
first installment of Rs. 13635.26 lakh to the State on 13.7.2017. The funds were released to
district by the directorate/commissioner ate on 13.11.2017. The 2nd Installment of recurring
Central Assistance to the Govt of tamil Nadu was released in two parts in the month of
December, 2017, the same was sent to districts subsequently.

Capacity Building

Training programmes are organized at regular intervals to orient the employees on
Nutrition, Health, Personal Hygiene like regular cutting of nails, washing hands and feet
with soap before commencement of cooking / serving and on food preparation. Training
has been given on maintenance of hygiene, cleaning of cooking and serving utensils,
storage and environmental protection in the disposal of wastage. Recently all the noon
meal employees were given with training for variety meals by 20 expert Chefs from
Chennai headed by Chef. Damodaran. Action is being taken to educate the staffs and

teachers to handle emergency situation.
